· Ss may not come up with right answer with their worksheet.

(Ss might answer J.K.rowling)
Yes, J.k.rowling wrote this book.

How can we make a sentence using ‘the book’ as a subject?
(Go to the board for question that already wrote on the board)

Why do we say it like that?

Because, we talked in the book’s situation.

Why did we talk in book’s situation?

To emphasize the object or the action, we say like this.

What’s that kind of sentence? What do we call? (Passive!)
Let’s go to boring grammar lesson!

	Let’s look at this short video clip.

(Watch video)

What did he say?
Do you feel strange? Why?

What did he make mistake?

Yes, he was talking only passive form.

Sometimes, you can feel awkward when you use passive voice a lot.
<Teaching Grammar>
Let’s talk about Active & Passive.

What is the active sentence? Yes, upside sentence is an active sentence that usually we use. 
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[image: image13.wmf]Active; J.K.Rowling wrote the book ‘Harry Potter’.
Passive; The book ‘Harry Potter’ was written by J.K.Rowling.
The object of the active sentence becomes a subject in a passive sentence.

Also, this time the verb’s form has to be ‘be + past participle’ form.
The subject of the active sentence becomes the object of the passive sentence or it can be dropped.

One of the reasons why we used a passive sentence is to emphasize the book ‘harry potter’ and the action.
So, the form of the passive voice is going to be

‘Subject + the appropriate form of to be + past participle’
<Drilling>
(Show Picture)
Look at this picture.

Let’s make sentences by using the passive form.
<Demonstration>

For the first sentence, we can say that the play ‘The romeo and juliet’ was written by William Shakespeare.’
(also, I can write the word that is used passive form on the board
And we can drill through 3 more pictures.)

<Instruction>

This time let’s try to use active and passive voice in pairs.
If you see the board, there are passive sentences and active sentences. With your partner, throw a dice, one by one.

And then, let’s find the winner!!

<Demonstration>
After you throw a dice, If you approach on the passive sentence’s box, you have to change the sentence to active form. 

For example,

I was told (by my boss) not to come in today.
We can say.. ‘My boss told me not to come in today.
In the opposite, If you are in the active sentence box, you have to change the sentence to passive form.
For example, Look at the first sentence.

They built this bridge in 1602.
How can we change this word?

We can say .. ‘This bridge was built by them in 1602.’
<ICQ>
Is it pair work?

If you throw a dice, what you have to do?

(After they looks are finished)

Let’s try to do it together!
Look at the fifth box.

‘Airbus will design a new jet plane. ‘
How can we say this sentence in the passive voice?
(Pick one of the board and ask to one by one)
