Okay. ____, what is the most famous thing in the Philippines?

->…mangoes..

(I will write all words on the board.)

Right. It can be mangoes.

(Showing a visual of mangoes)

So, what do hanrabongs and mongoes have in common?

(Showing the visuals of hanrabongs and mangoes)

->Fruit!!

Right~! 

(Showing a visual of animal)

Is this a fruit?

->No~

(Showing a visual of the apple)

Is this a fruit?

->Yes~!

<Demonstration & Instruction> 
Okay. Good job guys. Now. Please pick one.

(I will pass around the students so that they pick the card for each one.)

I picked this, limes. There are two. Hmm..

1)I have never tried limes.

2)So I don’t know these tastes.

Like this, I want you to say anything about the fruit in your picture. But, you should make sentences as many as depending on the number of fruit in your picture. 

I will give you 10 seconds to make one sentence. I want you to work individually. 

<ICQ’s> 

What are you going to do?

=To make sentences depending on the number of the fruit in our picture.

How much time do you have?

=10 seconds for each sentence.

Are you work in pairs?

=No, individually.

Okay. Sam, go first.
Good job, everyone.

-Each team will read the story to another team. And each member of this team will raise the flag when the fruit that each person takes is told. 

-The other team will listen and check how many each fruit is told.
	<Instruction & Demonstration> 

Now, look your cards again. Who got the red fruit? Okay, you guys are one team. Who got the yellow one? Okay, you guys are one team. Who got the green one? Okay, you guys are one team. Please, make a circle for each team. (Drawing a circle in the air)
Now, you have to make a story, any story is okay. But, you should put all your team’s fruits as much as you can. And also you need to take other team’s fruits for each person.

For example, (write on the board an example so that the students can understand)….

I will give you 7minutes. I want you to work in groups. 

<ICQ’s> 
What are you going to do?

=To make a story with the fruits.

How much time do you have?

=7minutes.

Are you work individually?

=No, in groups.

<Explicit instruction> 

I don’t want you to start until I give you paper and say begin.

<ICQ’s> 

Can you start before I say begin?

=No.

(Pass the paper)

Begin!

7 minutes later,

<Instruction> 

(Pass the flags to green team)

Good job, class.

(Give yellow team 3 notes)

Please, pick one. Okay, who got the star? Okay, ____, you will read your team story to green team. 
Then, green team, whenever your fruit is told, raise your flag.

And red team, please listen together and check how many each fruit is told.

<ICQ’s> 
What are you going to do?

=Raising the flag whenever my fruit is told. 

=Checking how many each fruit is told.

Do this by turns. – 6min
Well done, class.
