Main aims

To enable Ss to improve their listening skills by having Ss talk about how Columbus discovered  America 
Secondary aims

Students will talk about Columbus discovery by watching Columbus video, doing “Columbus Verb”, drawing his route and participating “quiz competition”

I want to have more kinesthetic activities

	Anticipated Problems

	Eliciting: What is the newest continent people most recently found? Yes, America.
Who discovered the American continent for the first time? Yes, Columbus!
CCQs: Is this Columbus?(showing Mr. Bean’s photo) Is this Columbus?(showing Columbus’s photo)

Instruction 1: OK, everyone. We’re going to watch Columbus video now. While watching, you will find facts about Columbus and write them in the “Columbus Verb” worksheets. Listen carefully because you will have quiz competition after the video. The video runs for 4 minutes.
ICQ: What are we going to do? What is the video about? What are we going to do after watching video?
(Watching the video…..)
Asking Ss: What does “convert” mean? Yes, ‘change’ or ‘turn into’. Which religion did Europeans want the natives convert to? Yes, catholic.

	Quiz competition
	Ok, students! Come out in the middle. 
Now, we’re going to have “Quiz competition”. You may keep doing “Columbus Verb”.
Grouping: (putting 8 straps of paper on a stool, and each S will pick up one of them) 
Pick up one strap. If your letters are parts of Columbus, go to the right side. And parts of America, go to the left side. (one of Ss will be left without any sheet) You are going to my assistant. This is your team ship.(give each ship to Columbus and America teams)
Instruction 2_1: Assistant will name a first reader and give a sheet. The named student will read a paragraph and a question. If a team knows the answer, shout team name, “Columbus” or “America” with hands up all together. If the answer is correct, the reader will put the question sheet on the chart, here, Columbus’s route and move your ship to one stage forward.
ICQ: What should you do when you want to answer?

Instruction 2_2: The first reader will name another student, and another and another. And do the same. First arriver, the winner will get award. Work in groups. 10 minutes you have.
ICQs: Are you going to work individually? Are you supposed to answer without shouting your team name? Will assistant read and give the questions? Which team will be the winner?

OK, you guys. Get ready! Start!
(And assistant and Ss will run the activity.)

Wow! _____ team is the winner. But the other team did well too. 

(Give some chocolate to the winners.)

	Sit down! Columbus, right side, America, left side. 
Instruction 3_1: (hand out a sheet on which names of products brought from or to America)
Here are some products. Sort them if which were brought from Europe to America or from America to Europe. Work in groups. You have 2 minutes.

ICQ: What are you doing now? How many minutes? In pairs?
 (Ss sort)

Time warning: one minute left. 30 seconds, 10 seconds. Ok, time’s up. 
CCQs: Columbus team! What are from Europe to America? America team! What are from America to Europe? 

(If needs,) Error correction: Actually, before Columbus, European didn’t know about pumpkins at all. 

Instruction 3_2: Winner team will put the products each side of the chart! Good job! 

Ok, now, catch-up chance for loser team! Loser team! Come out! Do your mission!
Instruction 3_3: Each of you, one by one, will match your “Columbus Verb” to winners’. If matched, with blindfolds on eyes, take a product from Europe to America and back to Europe with a product again drawing the route all the way long with different color from others. When you all take the journey, the mission is over. 
ICQs: Are you working one by one? Is your journey one way trip? No, it is a round-trip. Should you draw lines all the way long?
Good! Start matching!
 (Ss will do the activity)

Now the ______team (loser) will have award. Here you are. You may sit down now.
I ask Ss questions: 

Who inspired Columbus?

To whom Columbus repeatedly asked for help?

Why did Columbus call the natives Indies?

Who found the new land was not Indies?
(if time left, Which continents people at that time knew?

Did Columbus want to trade spices?

Which routes were people at that time knew?
How many ships Columbus had for journey?)
Ok, look what you did here! All of you made this chart! 
Error correction: (If I find mistakes Ss make, correct them briefly.)

We’re going to make Columbus’s voyage map. I will give you a world map. And you will color and draw the path of the voyage. You will work on it individually. And you have 5 minutes for the work.

Christopher Columbus – script (http://xoax.net/children/crs/other/lessons/history/)
Christopher Columbus was born in Genoa in October, 32, 1451. At that time, people of Europe only knew about the continents, Europe, Asia, and Africa. Christopher Columbus spent much of the slave sailing. He also read astronomy, geography and history. He was inspired by writings of Marco Polo and his tales of adventure in the east. 
From the lands in the east can?? spices which were greatly desired in Europe and difficult to obtain. So spices were expensive in Europe.  So an Asia trade route to the east would have immense value. For this reason, Columbus planned to sail west around the world in order to reach lands to the east which were called the Indies. Columbus believed that the discovering such a route would make him rich.
There were different opinions on the size the earth and the distances of such a voyage. Columbus believed that the world was small, and that the journey to the end was possible. He approached the leaders of several nations to get funding for his voyage and was repeatedly denied. Advisors told the leaders that the journey was too long, and that the earth was much larger than what Columbus started??. Columbus approached the King and queen of Spain repeatedly. They were reluctant but eventually agreed to help Christopher Columbus. They hope that he could find new lands and convert inhabitants to the catholic religion  
So, on August 3rd 1492, Christopher Columbus set out a westward journey from Parlos Spain. He sailed with a crew of roughly 100 men and three small ships, the Nina, the Pinta and the Santa Maria.
On his way, Columbus stopped by the Canary Islands. There he had a ship prepared and restocked with provisions. And September 6th 1492, he left the Canary island and sailed west out into the unknown. As the sale further and further out, the darkness and emptiness overtook his crew and they grew ever more afraid. They wanted desperately to turn back. Christopher Columbus remained resolute and not afraid. And he did his best to comfort his men as he sailed day after day into nothingness.
 Eventually, they spotted in land and October twelfth 1492, they landed on an island in the new world, the American continent. There, Columbus met a group of natives who lived on the island. Since Columbus believed that he had landed in the Indies, he called the people there Indians.
Columbus eagerly befriended the Indians for us he wrote in his logbook. "In order to win their friendship, since i knew they were a people to be converted and won to our holy faith by love and friendship rather than by force. I gave some of them red caps and glass beads which they hung round their neck, also many other trifles. These things pleased them greatly and they became marvelously friendly to us." Columbus then travel to other nearby islands and eventually returned to Spain. He would journey to the new world four times in all but he always believed that he had sailed to the Indies and Asia. 
And there was another explorer who would realize that the land was not the Indies at all but undiscovered new lands. That man was Amerigo Vespucci for whom the new world would be named. As with many great discoveries, Columbus found the new world by accident. Through a scourge in persistence, he followed his desires and discovered a new world rather than a mere trade group
Columbus's journey continued to inspire other explorers, as much as Marco Polo had inspired him. In time, his explores in their voyages will unite entire world
