	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
Anticipated Problems

Solutions

Ss may not be able to follow the passage easily.

Let them repeat what a teacher says. Until they get the gist of the content, a teacher will ask ‘Do you understand?’ or ‘Ok?’
One team may not be able to listen to details that another team describes something.
Ask Ss to describe slowly, each of the places.

-Chunk the listening

If time runs out of.
After Ss compares of the drawings, a teacher will ask one team to say only the same as another team just speak. Or, During the post activity, a teacher will ask Ss to read a letter just 1~2 person. 
If Ss finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.
(If I need more time.)
I will use SOS activities.
Let Ss to write a word used in pre and main activity. A word relates to neighborhood.
