Aims:
• Students will be able to learn new words by playing a game.

• Students will be able to pick up the details by answering detail on worksheet.

• Students will practice speaking by playing a game and talking with their partners.
• Students will share their experience.
Language Skills:
• Listening: listening to MP3 file of CNN and teacher’s instructions and doing activities

• Reading: reading worksheets
• Speaking: doing activities and talking with their partners
• Writing: answering questions on worksheets
 
Language Systems:
• Lexis: new words in article

• Function: the proper use of words by talking surprising event in their life.
• Discourse: communication with other students

Assumptions about Students:
• Students are interested in surprising news.

• Students are familiar with the teacher’s teaching style and the atmosphere in the class.

• Students are good at reading and writing, but are a little bit nervous to speak English.

• Students are at the intermediate level.
 

Possible Problems and Solutions:
• If students are not able to comprehend the news because it is speedy, let them listen to tracks at a slower speed. 

• If students have difficult in answering questions on worksheets, give some help by repeating the part of the news.

• If students need more time to finish worksheet, give 5 minutes.

• If it will take students a long time to play vocabulary game, the team that gets more correct answer wins.

Hello everyone? How are you today? Good? Good!

• Lead-in

Look at this picture. What do you see in the picture?
How do you feel about it?

	Before we listen to the news, we are going to preview 5 vocabularies.
(Flash card #1) The first one is ‘giant puffball’. Look at the picture. This is giant puffball. It is one kind of mushrooms.
(Flash card #2) This picture is an example of ‘monstrosity’. It basically means something large and extremely ugly.
(Flash card #3) A ‘specimen’ of something is an example of a particular species or type. Look at the picture. It is a specimen of a plant.
(Flash card #4) Look at the picture. ‘Edible’ is safe to eat and not poisonous.
(Flash card #5) Look at the picture. ‘Second thoughts’ is rethinking. 
• Pre-activity (vocabulary game)
Now, we’re going to play a game. 

Instruction
I’ll tell you how to play. First, Make 2 teams. Second, stand in line each team.  I’ll show a flash card that we’ve learned just before to the first student of the line. Than the first student passes the word on to neighboring students in a whisper. The last student of the line explains meaning of word to the student who gives the correct answer. Lastly, the student guesses the answer. Change seats with the next person and repeat steps 1-6. The game is over when every student takes turns to answer a quiz. The team that finishes up first wins. 
Demonstration
Let me demonstrate. I’ll pretend that there are students next to me. (Checking the flash card #1) (Whispering)
It is a big mushroom. What is it? It is ‘giant puffball’! 
CCQ
1. Are you working in-groups or individually? (In groups)
2. How do you pass the word on to neighboring students? (In a whisper)
3. When do you change seats with the next person? (After the student guesses the answer)

Let’s begin the first blank together. (Play that first section back to students) Did you catch the answer? It is ‘surprise’. So you should write ‘surprise’ on the blank.

Script: Giant Mushrooms Found in Leslie

A few days later, Amy found an even larger mushroom in their yard in Leslie. And then, two more of the giant masses popped up. 

To give you a sense of just how big this mushroom is, we’ll compare it to this basketball, and I'd say it’s definitely bigger than this one. I talked with an expert at Michigan State University about what it might be.

"Well, they're pretty clearly giant puffballs, Calvatia Gigantea, an appropriate Latin name for these monstrosities. And they are, to the best of my knowledge, the biggest mushrooms in the world." 

Amy searched the Internet for pictures of giant puffball mushrooms to see if any compare to the one in her yard. 

"I hadn't ever heard of anybody finding one this big."

And it's very possible no one ever has.

"I've never seen specimens this big before. It's pretty impressive, especially when you consider they grow up literally overnight." 

But Ed wanted to know if the giant puffballs popping up were dangerous.
