Aims:
- Students will learn vocabularies and expression regarding the topic by answering questions on worksheet.
- Students will improve real-life listening skills by listening to real-life speech by inspiring person
- Students will be able to pick up the details by answering question on detail worksheet.

- Students will practice speaking by discussing with their partners and make little story telling.

 

Language Skills:
Listening : Listening to video clip of TED and other students’ story
Reading : reading vocabulary worksheets
Speaking : discussion with partner, making a little story regarding something they have experienced 
Writing : Read questions and answer(worksheet), Dictation(worksheet), writing essay.
Language Systems:
- Lexis : Vocabularies related to today’s topic(envision, adoration, acquaintance, gem, profoundly)
- Function : To proper use of words in a expression in real life
- Discourse : Communication with other classmates
 

Assumptions about Students:
- Students are afraid of having a cancel and patients are unhappy.

- Students are familiar with teacher’s teaching style and the atmosphere in the class.
- Students are good a reading and writing, but are a little nervous to speak English.
- Students are at the intermediate level.
 

Possible Problems and Solutions:
- If students are not able to follow the passage easily because of speed, let them listen to the tracks again.
- If students need more time to finish vocabulary worksheet, give 2 minutes more.
- If time is not enough, play vocabulary game once only. If students are fast to match words, do a tournament to get a final winner.

- If time is not enough, cut post activity and only 1 student make a little story telling.

	Good evening guys. How are you today? Was it good? Is there any special thing? Yes? No? 
Look at this picture. Do you like it? Do you want to have it? When do you usually have this? How do you feel when you see this? What was your favorite present you ever have?

OK. Today we’re going to listen to TED speech that talked about her lifetime precious gift she ever got. Once the speech is finished, we will know what the gift is. You might not want to have the same gift but you will understand what she wanted to talk about.

In pairs
	Before we listen to the speech, let’s check the new words we’re going to hear.
(Visual aid #1) Look at this picture. What is she doing? Yes, she is in the park and meditating. The picture at the right side also shows thinking deeply in mind. So the word ‘envision’ is a verb means to picture in your mind. Same as visualize, imagine. Say it together ‘envision’, ‘visualize’, ‘imagine’
(Visual aid #2) Look at two people. They are shaking hands. What do you think about them? Do they know each other? Do they look like a close friend? Yes, they are aware of each other but it seems they are not so close friends. He and she are ‘acquaintances’. Similar words but business relation is ‘associate’ or ‘colleague’. Opposite word is ‘intimate’. It means really close. Say it together, ‘acquaintance’, ‘associate’, ’colleague’ and ‘intimate’. 
(Visual aid #3) Look at her. What is she doing now? It looks that she is stretching arms to the heaven and do worship. Right? And so cute baby picture beside. When we see something with deep love, we can describe it as ‘adorable’. Just like adorable baby or adorable cat. ‘Adoration’ is a noun for adorable thing. Also mean the act of worship and strong admiration and devotion. Say it together ‘adoration’, ‘worship’ and ‘admiration’.
(Visual aid #4) Look at this. What are those? Yes, there’re a variety of jewelries. Many women’s favorite, right? Do you like it? Yes. The word ‘gem’ means a precious stone the same as ‘jewelry’. ‘Treasure’ is the similar thing but more like collection of old precious things like gold, silver not only jewelry. 
Say it together ‘gem’, ’treasure’, ’jewelries’.
(Visual aid #5) Look at this picture. Guess what this picture describes? Yes, this shows that the world is upside down. The word ‘profound’ to emphasize that something is very great and intense. “profoundly” is the adverb form of profound and here means that ‘deeply’, ‘totally’, ‘entirely’ changed. 
You guys do understand new words? Then let’s play a vocabulary games to get familiar with new words.
Instructions

This game will play in pairs so make 4 groups which consist of 2, 2, 2 and 3 people. Here are 10 cards for each group. 5 cards are new vocabularies are written and the other 5 cards are synonyms/antonym of new vocabularies. Let’s find out that which words are related to each other. The one who found the relationship cards correctly keep the cards. Someone who collects the more cards become a winner. Once each group’s winners are decided, winners play against each other with other cards. I give you 3 minutes to play. 
Demonstration

Look at this card. The word ‘gem’ is written. What is the similar meaning of ‘gem’? Right, Jewelry and treasure. So find the card written in jeweler or treasure. So I will keep these cards.

CCQ
1. How much time do you have? (3 minutes)
2. Are you working in-pairs or individually? (in-pairs)

3. What do you do for vocabulary game? ( Find a word relation)
Play the vocabulary game
OK. Let’s begin the game.

Monitor

(Monitor among each pairs. Once each winner is decided, make a pair with winner and play again if the time is enough. For a loser, loser can play again among loser.)
Winner Check

Wow, who is the winner of this game? Who have more cards than others? Yes, our winner is decided! 
Feedback

Was the game fun? You guys can find a word relationship so easily and quickly. Really good job!

	1.Listening for the main idea 
Instruction

I’m going to show you a speech from TED. Also I will give you this worksheet. There are 7 questions. You are supposed to finish the worksheet in 4 minutes and do it individually.
Demonstration

Look at number 1. 

1. What was the size of the gift,   the speaker Stacey Kramer had?
Yes? Correct. The size of a golf ball.

While listening to her speech, focus on the questions and choose the correct answer.
CCQ
1. How much time do you have? ( 4 minutes )
2. Are you working in groups or individually? (Individually)

3. What are you supposed to do with the worksheet? ( Answer comprehension questions)
Hand out Worksheet

Let’s listen and find an answer.
Monitor

(Monitor students distantly. After finishing video clip, give them 1 minute more to finish the answers)
Answer Check
(Ask Whole class. If nobody may find the answers, watch the video clip one more time)
Are you finished? Let’s check the answers.

What do you think about the answers number 2? 
Feedback
Was it a touching story? You did a good job guys.

2. Listening for the Details
Instructions
Now we’re going to listen to the video clip one more time. This time, you should catch the details and fill in the blanks. Listening can be done individually for 4 minutes.
Demonstration

Look at this number 1. Let’s listen to the video clip. In the beginning, you can hear the missing word ‘a gift’. So I fill in the blank number 1 ‘a gift’. Like this, you’re going to fill in the blank while you’re listening.
CCQ

1. What are you supposed to do?
(Fill in the blanks)

2. Are you working in groups or individually?

(Individually)

3. How much time do you have? ( 4 minutes )

Hand out Worksheet

Let’s listen carefully.
Monitor

(Monitor students distantly. While listening the speech, stay calm. Once listening is finished, give students 1 minute to fill out the missing blanks.)
Answer Check

Guys, are you done the worksheet? OK. Let’s check the answer. What’s the answer for number 2? Hera, what’s this? Yes. ‘picture in your mind’. Tora, how about number 3? Yes. Envision. 
Number 4. Acquaintance, Number 5. Adoration. Number 6? Yes, most important in your life. 
Number 7 is redefine. Correct. Number 8 is ‘expand your vocabulary’. Number 9 is ‘motivated and humbled’. Number 10 is  incredible deal. How about number 11? Yes. ‘dying to know’. Number12 is ‘wrapped up’ the past tense. Number 13 is a rare gem. Number 14 is keeps on giving. It should be ‘keeps’ not ‘keep’.

	1.Discussion & Little Presentation
Instruction

Demonstration

(using whiteboard, draw the A4 report and the title position) So please write down the title in the middle and write your essay.

(write an essay)

3. When is the due? (Next class)
Closing

Today we listened to a speech and had a discussion about what’s important about your life. Also we shared our experience about turn evil into blessing story. So everything depends on our mind, good thing or bad thing. So be positive and enjoy our life as it is.
