Aims:
• Students will learn new vocabularies related to the topic through playing a vocabulary game. 
• Students will learn to comprehend the story through scanning and skimming the reading material. 
• Students will learn to comprehend the story more thoroughly through answering questions on 2 worksheets individually and in pair. 
• Students will learn to work together and use information they gained through production task. 
 

Language Skills:
• Listening: Students will listen to the teacher’s instructions and listen to each other while working together.   
• Reading: Students will an article and questions on the worksheets.  
• Speaking: Students will speak during class to answer teacher’s questions and to work on the production task.  
• Writing: Students will write on the worksheets to answer questions.  
Language Systems:
• Phonology: Students will read the questions out loud when checking answers together. 
• Function: Students will make appropriate sentences when playing vocabulary game. 
• Discourse: Students will discuss on the production task question to produce a specific outcome.  
 

Assumptions about Students:
• Students will be interested in the topic because they like to travel around the world. 
• Students will be focused when playing vocabulary game because in involved a lot of active actions. 
• Students will be able to skim and scan the reading materials for the main idea and detailed idea worksheets.  
• Students will have fun during the production task because it is based on real life information. 
 

Possible Problems and Solutions:
• Turntable looking board game must be tested before the class because it might not turn so well.   
• There might be difficult words in the article so give explanations when asked by the students. 
• Students might not be talking during the detailed idea worksheet so make sure they talk and figure out the answers together.

	Greetings
Hello class, how are you today? Good?

Lead in
Look what I have here. (Take out the 4 flashcards)
I am going to show you 4 pictures. By looking at these pictures, try to guess today’s topic.  
Look at the first picture. (statue of liberty) What is this? Where is it?
Look at the second picture. (Times Square) Where is this place?
Third picture, (yellow cab) What is it? Where can you see this?
This is the last picture. (NYC subway map) What is this? When do you need this?

Now, can you guess the topic for our lesson today?
That’s right, today’s topic is “Getting Around New York City.” 

(write the topic on the board while saying this.)


Pre-activity: pre-teaching vocabulary
*Materials: 8 flashcards for pre-teaching, a game board already made, write the 5 words on the left side of the board before the class begins!

	Pre-teaching vocabulary
Before we start, let’s learn 5 essential words that will help you understand the reading material much better. 
What do you see here? 
That’s correct, this is the subway and this is the bus. 
Now can anyone tell me a word or words that can describe these pictures?
The word I am looking for is “Mass Transit” We can describe these pictures as mass transit. Mass transit is all sorts of transportation that involves a lot of people like buses, subways, ferries and so on. (put the pictures on the board next to the written word)
Can anyone tell me what this is? Where is this? This is the map of New York City. New York City has 5 boroughs (similar to the Seoul’s 25 구 system), which are… the borough of Manhattan where we all know, the borough of Bronx, Queens, Brooklyn and Staten Island. 4 boroughs except for the borough of Staten Island are connected through the subway. If you want to go to Staten Island, you have to take a ferry from Manhattan. The word we want to focus is inter-borough (write the word on the board.), which means between boroughs. Inter means between so if we say “inter-borough connection” it means connections between boroughs like subways, ferries and aerial trams. (take out the picture of the ferry) This is the ferry to the Staten Island, which is an inter-borough connection. (put the pictures on the board next to the written word)
What is this? Can anyone tell me? That’s right, this is a taximeter. 
Can you see the extra money charged here? What do we call that extra money charged during a specific time?

 It is called a “Surcharge”. Surcharges apply during specific hours in New York. 

(put the pictures on the board next to the written word)
What do you see here? What is this money? 
That’s right. These are tips for certain services provided to you. 

Now there is another word for tips. Can you guess?

Gratuity is another word for tip. (put the pictures on the board next to the written word)
Lastly, what is this lady doing in the picture? 

That’s right. She is trying to get a cab in the street. Can anyone tell me a certain word describing her action?
She is “Street-hailing”. Street hailing means to grab a cab on the street. 

(put the pictures on the board next to the written word)
Pre-activity (Vocabulary game for a quick review)
Now with the 5 words we have learned. We are going to play a vocabulary game for a quick review. Are you ready? Alright. 
Instruction

Look at this board. This circle board is divided into 8 sections with different instructions written on them. Each person will have a turn to turn this circle board. When the board stops, section that this red arrow is pointing will be the task you must do.
Demonstration

So if I turn this circle board…. It stopped. The red arrow is pointing at _____ so I must do this. Easy and fun isn’t it? Let’s have a go! 
CCQ

What do you have to do with this circle board? ( turn it)
What do you do when the circle board stops? (do the task written on the section the red arrow is pointing at)
Does everyone have a chance? (Yes)
Now everyone come out and stand. 
Feedback

Well done, everyone did a great job. How was it? I hope you had fun.

	Main Activity (Main idea activity-worksheet)
Instruction

Now we are going to read the article and work on the main idea worksheet which is just answering questions. You have to SKIM the article to do this worksheet. Skimming is to read all the words quickly to look for main ideas. You have 3 minutes and you must work individually. 
Demonstration
(Show the students the article and the worksheet and quickly go around the classroom)

This is how the article and the worksheet looks like. Let’s have a look at the example question together. (point to the question) It says ‘What should you do after having a meal at a restaurant?’, and you skim the article and find the answer and write ‘Give some tip to the waiter or waitress who served me.’ Okay?
CCQ
1. What are you supposed to do? (Answer the questions on the worksheet)

2. How much time do you have? (3 minutes)

3 Are you working in groups or individually? (individually)

Good. Let me now hand out the reading material and the worksheets. 

You can begin right away. 
Hand out worksheets

Monitor

(Monitor quietly and walk around the classroom. Help them if they ask)
Check Answers

Let’s check answers. Who wants to share the answer for number one? That’s right. Does everyone agree with the answer? Okay good. (Same thing goes for all the questions.)

Feedback

Great job everyone. You are doing really well today. Excellent.

Detailed Activity (Detailed idea activity-worksheet)
Instruction

Now we are going to read the article once more time and work on the detailed idea worksheet which is also answering questions. You have to SCAN the article to do this worksheet. Scanning is to look for certain words or certain information. You have 3 minutes and you must work in pairs. Work with the person next you. There are 8 of you so there must be 4 pairs. 
Demonstration

(Show the students the worksheet and quickly go around the classroom)

This is how the worksheet looks like. Let’s have a look at the example question together. (point to the question) It says ‘What is the number of City’s hotline for information?’, and you scan the article and find the answer and write ‘311’ Okay?
CCQ

1. What are you supposed to do? (Answer the questions on the worksheet)

2. How much time do you have? (3 minutes)

3 Are you working in pairs or individually? (pairs)

Good. Let me now hand out the worksheets. 

You can begin right away. Discuss with your partner for the answer.

Hand out worksheets

Monitor

(Monitor quietly and walk around the classroom. Help them if they ask)

Check Answers

Let’s check answers. Who wants to share the answer for number one? That’s right. Does everyone agree with the answer? Okay good. (Same thing goes for all the questions.)

Feedback

Well done class. You are on fire today!

	Production Activity (Post Activity)
Instruction

Now you are going to work in pairs again. Imagine you are a team at a travel agency. You need to give information to the travelers on your topic. Make a short presentation for the travelers. All members must speak during the presentation. Use the information in the article only. Papers and color pencils are right here and there if you need. You have 5 minutes to prepare and 2 minutes to present. (give topics to the groups. – Getting around NYC, Taxis, Tipping, Special-Service Needs) Remember you have only 2 minutes to present so make it simple and clear.

Demonstration

For example, if your group is presenting tipping, you want to tell the travelers all about tipping in New York. You can only use the information in this article. 
CCQ

1. What are you supposed to do? (Prepare a 2 minutes presentation)
2. How much time do you have? (5 minutes to prepare 2 minutes to present)

3 Are you working in pairs or individually? (pairs)
Good. I will hand out the guideline worksheets. You can begin right away. 
Hand out worksheets

Monitor

(Monitor quietly and walk around the classroom. Help them if they ask. If there is a time, write the homework on the board quickly)
Presentation in front of the class
Okay it’s time for presentation. We will go around this way. Remember, one group has 2 minute to present. (groups will present, do not make any comments while presenting and make notes)
Feedback
(Give advice and correct errors)

Great job everyone.
Giving Homework

Instruction

For our next class, choose 1 place you want to visit in New York City, and hand out 1 page research. 

Content has no format, but must include at least 1 picture.

It is due next class. 
Demonstration

For example, if you choose the Statue of liberty, write all about it in one page and include at least one picture of the statue of liberty.
CCQ

1. What are you supposed to do?
2. Is there a format? (no format but must include at least one picture)
3. When is it due? (next class)

Well done everyone you were all fantastic today. See you next class. Class dismissed!

Reading Material
[image: image1.jpg]Getting Around New York City

The best way to get around NYC is through a
combination of walking and mass transit. NYC’s
subways and buses are inexpensive, operate 24/7,
provide a fun way to extend sightseeing and get you
where you need to go, fast. Other interborough
connections include ferries and even an aerial
tramway.

Getting an MTA MetroCard is your first step to
navigating the City by subway or bus. You can
purchase a MetroCard at any subway station from
multilingual machines (which accept cash, ATM
cards and credit cards) or booth attendants.

Riders can choose a pay-per-ride or an unlimited-
ride MetroCard. A single subway or bus ride is
$2.50. (The minimum purchase for a pay-per-ride
MetroCard is $4.50.) The unlimited MetroCard
enables users to ride as often as they like within a
fixed time period: seven days ($29) or 30 days
($104). Varying discounts are given when
purchasing multiple rides, and for seniors (age 65
and up) and disabled riders.

Taxis

The City’s yellow fleet of taxicabs is regulated by the
Taxi & Limousine Commission (TLC). Taxicabs
operate 24 hours, provide door-to-door service and
accept cash or credit cards. To hail a taxi, stand at
the curb and look for a yellow cab with an illuminated
white number on top. Off-duty cabs display the
iluminated words “Off Duty” on the same sign. Board
and exit the cab curbside.

There is a minimum meter fare of $2.50, and prices
increase based on the distance and duration of the
trip (assume prices are higher during peak rush-hour
traffic). Surcharges apply to the meter price
Monday-Friday, 4-8pm and nightly, 8pm—6am.
Drivers appreciate a 15—20 percent gratuity at the
end of a trip. Bridge and tunnel tolls are extra (and
not included in the taxi’'s metered fare).

Tipping (Common Examples)

e Hotel doorman: $1 for hailing a cab

e Porters and bellhops: $1-$2 per bag

e Maids: $1-%2 per day of your visit, or as much as
$5 per day

e \Waitstaff and bartenders: 15-20 percent of total
bill

e Taxi drivers: 15-20 percent of total fare

e Tips for other service personnel, such as theater
ushers, tour guides and coat-check staff, are
always appreciated.

e If you're having drinks at a bar, bartenders
typically expect a $1 tip for every drink they serve
you.

Special-Service Needs

New York City is committed to ensuring accessibility
for everyone with special needs, and has equipped
all buses with lifts for those in wheelchairs and those
who have difficulty climbing stairs. In addition, many
subway stations contain elevators, ramps, visual
display signs, accessible public telephones and
tactile and audio features on vending machines.
Subways also have automated voices indicating
stops, and all buses and select subway stations are
wheelchair accessible.

Many street-hail taxicabs also accommodate
wheelchairs. Passengers with disabilities are eligible
for reduced fares on most mass-transit trips.
