Aims:
- Students will learn vocabularies and expression regarding the topic by answering questions on worksheet.
- Students will improve skimming skills by reading quickly to find out the information.
- Students will be able to pick up the details by answering detail on worksheet.

- Students will practice speaking by discussing with their partners and make little presentation.

 

Language Skills:
Listening : Listening to other students’ presentation
Reading : Reading article and main/detail worksheets
Speaking : discussion with partner, making a little presentation regarding my designed carnival
Writing : Read questions and answers(worksheet), Dictation(worksheet), writing essay.
Language Systems:
- Lexis : Vocabularies related to today’s topic(evolve, procession, inevitable, exoticism, abolish)
- Function : To proper use of words in a particular situation-expression in real life
- Discourse : Communication with other classmates
 

Assumptions about Students:
- Students are at the intermediate level

- Students are good a reading and writing, but are a little bit nervous to speak English
- Students like a carnival and enjoy the atmosphere.
- Students are familiar with the teacher’s teaching style and the atmosphere in the class

 

Possible Problems and Solutions:
- If students have difficulty reading, teacher can help them guess from the text.
- If students need more time to finish worksheets, give 1~2 minutes more.
- If time is not enough, post activity presentation time will shorten than expected from 9 minutes to 7 minutes.

- If students are shy and nervous when doing their presentations, teacher will encourage them.

	Good afternoon guys. How are you today? Was it good? (Try to speak to all students in turns) What did you eat for lunch? Was it delicious? Yes, I’d like to have the same menu.
OK. Look at this picture. What is this? Yes, woman in a beautiful costume in street. Can you guess which country will be? Guess with this policeman. Yes, England. Do you want to join this festival? 
Yes. So guess what we’re going to learn today? Yes, we’re going to read about Notting hill carnival-Europe’s biggest carnival
(Move to white board and write down the title in the middle of white board). 



 
Pre-activity: pre-teaching key vocabulary

	Before we’re going to read an article, let’s check the key vocabularies we’re going to learn.
(Visual aid #1) Look at this picture. What is this? Yes, this picture shows the chimpanzee, Home sapience, human with tools in line. So what does this picture mean? Guess? Yes, correct. Evolution. ‘evolve’ is the verb of evolution, and means ‘develop gradually’. Similar words is ‘advance’, ’develop’. Let’s speak together ‘evolve’, ’advance’, ’develop’.
Right? This will go beside ‘evolve’.
(Move to board and put the picture).
(Visual aid #2) Look at this picture. Where is the country? Yes, England. What’s this? The horse guard is marching along road. There might be a queen at the end of parade, right? The word ‘procession’ is an organized body of people walking in a formal or ceremonial manner. The similar word will be? ‘parade’, ’march’. Let’s speak ‘procession’, ’parade’, ’march’
(Move to board and put the picture).

(Visual aid #3) Look at this picture. What happening here? Yes, guy are about to step on banana peel. If he is stepping on banana peel, what will happen? Yes, he is going to slip down, right? So he’s definitely going to fall down. Something is certainly happen and unable to be avoided can be described as ‘inevitable’.

Similar words are ‘unavoidable’, ’inescapable’, ’sure’, ’certain’.

Let’s speak together ‘inevitable’, ’unavoidable’, ’certain’. 
(Move to board and put the picture on the board).

(Visual aid #4) Look at this. A beautiful woman. What is she wearing? Yes, there’re colorful traditional costume and foreign feeling. So foreign origin and colorful things can be describe ‘exotic’. Exotic beach or exotic women. ‘exoticism’ is the noun of exotic. Similar word is ‘foregin’,’alien’,’unusual’. Let’s speak together ‘exoticism’, ‘foreign’,’unusual’.
(Move to board and put the picture).

(Visual aid #5) Look at this picture. What is he doing? How does he feel? What’s at his wrist? Guess what’s his job? Yes, he used to be a slave but he is untied and feels happy to enjoy freedom. So put an end to something especially slavery, using ‘abolish’. Similar word is ‘do away with’,’eliminate’,’cancel’.
Let’s speak together, ‘abolished’,’do away with’,’eliminate’.
(Move to board and put the picture).

You guys do enjoy new words? Good, Then let’s play a vocabulary games to get to know more about new vocabularies.
Instructions

Let’s find out that which words are related to each other. This game will play in group A and B. So make 2 groups which consist of 4 people. Here are 30 cards for each group. 5 cards are key vocabularies are written, the other 5 cards are synonyms/antonyms of key vocabularies and 15 cards are empty. Among group member, choose each word and find the related words. Also you can write down your own synonyms/antonyms/visual aids on empty cards. Make your own visual aids and keep them. Once the relation is made, let’s do a presentation to other group. For fairness, I will judge whether it’s appropriate for synonyms/antonyms/visual aids. So the group which has more related cards becomes a winner. This will take 3 minutes to play.
Demonstration

Look at this card. I choose this word and ‘evolve’ is written. What is the similar meaning of ‘evolve’? Right, ‘develop’. So find the card written in ‘develop’. So I will keep these cards. Also I can make my own synonyms like ‘advance. Especially I will draw my own visual-aids like this. What does it looks like? Yes, this is the evidence of evolution from reptile to bird.(archaeopteryx) 
CCQ
1. How much time do you have? (3 minutes)
2. Are you working group or individually? (group)

3. What do you do for vocabulary game? ( Find a word relation and make own visual aids)
Play the vocabulary game
OK. Let’s begin the game.

Monitor

(Monitor among groups. Once each word is decided, encourage students to make own visual aids. Once time is up, help to precede the presentation to other group.)
Winner Check

OK. Let’s check how many cards your group has. How many card, group A? How about group B? Which team has more cards then? Yes, group A has 16 cards so group A is a winner so I will give you sweeties as prize! 

Feedback

OK. Was it fun? I hope you had fund with the game and know 5 key vocabularies more. Really good job!

While skimming the article, focus on the questions and choose the correct answers.

3. What are you supposed to do with the worksheet? ( Answer comprehension questions)
Hand out Worksheet

Monitor

(Teacher gives out worksheets and article. While students are working, teacher monitors students to make sure everyone in track. Teacher gives time warnings before 1 minute.)

Let’s check the answers.

Ok. Anyone has a different answer? Ok, Iksoo, read #3 and tell us the answer. #4~7 Joelle, Cloe, Rebecca, Berry, Hera.
Feedback
Well done guys, You did a good job with worksheet. Great.
2. Scanning the Details – Notting Hill
Instructions
Now we’re going to the article one more time. But this time it will be a pair job within 4 minutes with this worksheet. With your partner and guess the meanings of given phrase and make your own sentences.

(Show worksheet)

Look at this example. Given phrase is ‘give birth to’ so I wrote down the sentence ‘My mom gave birth to me on 7th July’ because my birth day is 7th July.

	1.Discussion & Little Presentation
Instruction
After reading article, we could know what the origin of Notting Hill carnival was. What was it? Anyone can tell us? Yes, Joelle. Yes, to break an ice of racial tension in the late 1950s. The carnival organiser chose the main theme of Notting Hill carnival as sight and sound of a Trinidadian. So let’s pretend you’re carnival organizers and design your own carnival. I will give you the outline worksheet with 5 minutes to design your own carnival. This job will be done with your partner.
Demonstration

(Show worksheet.)
Here you can decide the name and theme of carnival. In my case, I’d like to make a Cartoon Festvial in Youido park with cartoon title music with costumes.

Appendix 1. Reading Script
Notting Hill Carnival - Europe's biggest

    When, in 1964, a members of a Trinidadian steel band were invited to take part in a street festival in Notting Hill, none of them realised that they were going to give birth to Europe’s greatest street carnival.
    There had been racial tension in the late 1950’s, and the Black people who had come over from the West Indies to work in London found it hard to mix with Londoners. As a way of breaking the ice, the idea of a street festival was suggested; street festivals being popular events on the Caribbean islands, the original organisers suggested that the sight and sound of a Trinidadian steel band playing on the streets of Notting Hill would encourage local residents, both black and white, to come out on the street and enjoy themselves for an afternoon.
    The first festival was an immediate success; once the black people of Notting Hill heard the music of the steel band, they came out into the street to dance and enjoy themselves as they might have done back home in the West Indies; attracted by the unusual and rhythmic sound of the steel band, others too came along to share in the experience. In short, the first festival was such a big success that the organisers decided to organise another one the following year.
    Since then, the Notting Hill Carnival has evolved into a huge multi-cultural arts festival, attended by up to two million people; besides being the annual high point of London’s Afro-Caribbean community, it now attracts hundreds of thousands of people from all over Britain and other countries, and has become the world’s second biggest carnival, second only to Rio.
    Over the years, the carnival has grown in variety, reflecting the multi-coloured and cosmopolitan nature of modern London; recent carnivals have seen the participation of groups from Afghanistan, Kurdistan, Bangladesh, Bulgaria, Russia, and many other countries, as well as musicians and dancers from other parts of Britain. In addition to the procession of exotic costumes and steel bands, there are now almost fifty static stages with bands playing different types of West Indian music, but also jazz, soul, and other popular varieties.
    With so many people in attendance during the two days of the festival - the last Sunday and Monday in August - moments of tension and the occasional scuffles with the police are inevitable; yet in spite of the crowds, serious problems are rare. The vast majority of those who come to this festival come to have a good time, to finish off the Summer holiday period with a day or two of exoticism and colour; they do not come looking for trouble.

FROM TRINIDAD TO LONDON

    In Trinidad during the days of slavery, black slaves were forbidden to play musical instruments and wear costumes except on the occasion of the traditional imported European carnival, that took place six weeks before Easter. Slaves were also forbidden to be on the streets after dark, unless they were accompanying their master.
    When slavery was abolished in British colonies in 1833, slaves took to the streets in song and dance; to celebrate their new-found freedom, they dressed up in fancy and colourful clothes and powdered their faces white, to mimic their former masters and show that they could be masters too.
    In the years that followed, as slavery eventually disappeared from other parts of the new World, carnivals developed into great moments of celebration for the former slaves throughout a large part of the region; from Rio to New Orleans, by way of the Caribbean, people vied with each other to produce the most exotic and exciting carnival costumes. Even in 19th century Trinidad, it was amazing what some people managed to produce using the very limited resources available to them.
    Today the situation is quite different; and although many Carnival costumes are now made up from left-overs and snippets, others are carefully made from material bought specially for the purpose. Yet regardless of how the costumes are made, the result is spectacular; a flamboyant display of colour and originality that has earned itself a highly deserved place as the most important annual street festival in Britain.
