· Short essay instruction sheet (see attached)


	Aims:

Main Aim:

· Students will be able to improve their listening skills by completing the cloze worksheet and understand the meaning of the lyrics.
· Students will be able to express their feeling and thoughts after listening to the music.
· Students will be able to acquire the effects the music plays on a movie scene.
· Students will be able to use appropriate expressions while doing a role-play.
· Students will be able to write a short essay using the vocabulary learnt in the lesson.
Personal Aim:  I want to improve my instructions by speaking slowly while I deliver them.


	Language Skills:

· Reading: Students will read the movie script and receive a copy of the lyrics of the song.
· Speaking:  Students will discuss their own ideas and thoughts on their feelings of the song and engage in a role play.
· Listening:  Students will listen to a short clip of the movie and hear the whole song repeatedly.
· Writing:  Students will fill in the blanks on a cloze worksheet when they listen to the music.


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: N/A

· Lexis:  on and on, for a lifetime, I believe that, there’s nothing I fear.
· Grammar:.imperatives (open your eyes, keep your eyes closed, don’t peek, hold onto sth, step up)
· Function: use appropriate vocabulary and expressions in day-to-day life.
· Discourse: Discussing synonyms and antonyms with partners and doing a role play 


	Assumptions:

· Students have already seen the film “Titanic”.
· Students are well aware of the song “My heart will go on”.
· Students are nervous to act out in class.
· Students are not very willing to sing along to the song.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· The computer, speakers and the beam projector may malfunction.  
· Read the script yourself, play the movie clip from the iphone (or guide the students with the URL of the clip so that they can see the clip from their own phones), play the song from the iphone on a high volume.
· Students have difficulties in completing the cloze worksheet.
· Play the music several times, if the problem persist, give some help by providing a synonym.
· Students are reluctant to participate in a role play.
· Encourage them.
· Students find it difficult to write a short essay.
· Provide a guidance and a sample of writing a short essay.

(Play the movie clip)

What type of language is he using and why?

She says “I’m flying”. Is she really flying? It what circumstances would you use such exaggeration? Can you give some examples? 

Do you think the music was appropriate for the scene?

If you just heard the music without the lyrics and without watching the movie clip, what kind of mood and feelings would you get? 
Does anyone know what musical instrument was played at the beginning and throughout the song? 
(show the class a picture of ‘tin-whistle)

	Now we have seen the movie clip, we’ll do a short role play.
Instructions
Make a team of a pair .

The two are a couple in love. The whole conversation must be in imperatives.

With your partner, write up a short scenario on why the couple in love is using  imperatives of language and act out in front of the class. (10 mins to prepare)

CCQS 
Explanation on the use of imperatives.

Compare these two sentences:
1) 'Could you close the door?'
2) 'Close the door.'

You probably think that the first sentence is more polite than the second – and you are right.

1) is a request. We are asking someone to do something.
2) is an instruction. We are telling some what to do.

Sentence two uses an imperative to tell someone what to do.

Note: we can make 'Close the door' into a request by adding 'Please' first: 'Please, close the door.'
Perhaps your old school teacher told you to:
'Sit down! Be quiet! Stop talking!'

Imperatives are also used in a less scary way. They are used when giving instructions.
ICQS

1. What are you supposed to do? (answer the questions)

2. How much time do you have to prepare? (10 minutes)
3. Is “Please stop talking!” an example of imperatives?

Monitoring

Monitor discreetly. Answer students if they ask questions.

If the students seem to have difficulties in creating a dialogue, provide some idea and examples.

Now we’re going to listen again to the main song of this movie.

What’s the title of the song?

Yes that’s correct, “My heart will go on” by Celine Dion.

This time, I’d like you to complete this cloze worksheet.

(Hand out the worksheets)

(Play the music)

Monitor

(While listening, monitor students discreetly)

Checking answers

(After playing the song twice, compare the answers within the group and sing along to the music as a whole class while correcting the answers.)

Did you all get ‘on and on’?
What does it mean?

Can you give some other examples like this? 

· Over and over, on and off etc.

Essay Writing Basics

Knowing how to write a five-paragraph essay is essential for developing good composition skills. It gives the author an easy format for clear organization and explanation of a topic. Many literature and composition classes require five-paragraph essays because of the simplicity and clarity they bring to a specific topic, and that is why understanding the five-paragraph essay is important. A five-paragraph essay consists of three parts—the introduction, the body, and the conclusion—and each part plays a role that is vital to the structure and presentation of the essay. 

The introduction consists of one paragraph. This paragraph introduces the reader to the topic and outlines what the reader will learn from the essay. In the introduction, a hook is important to grab the reader’s attention and is usually the first sentence. At the end of the introduction a transitional sentence is helpful so that the essay flows seamlessly from one paragraph to the next. As important as having a hook is to grab attention, the thesis statement is the most important aspect of the introductory paragraph. The thesis is the concise wording of what will be discussed in the body of the paragraph. It should include three main points that correspond to the three body paragraphs that follow the introduction. 

The body of the essay consists of three paragraphs that correspond to the three main points made in the thesis statement. Each paragraph will go into more detail on one point and explain why this point supports your opinion or topic. The body paragraphs should contain examples drawn from facts and evidence. They should also contain an explanation of the facts and evidence. The end of each body paragraph needs to contain a conclusion statement that helps prove the thesis. The body is vital to the structure of the essay because it solidifies what was stated in the thesis. Once the body has been developed, a proper conclusion can be made from the introduction and body paragraphs. 

The conclusion takes the information presented in the body of the essay and ties it back to the thesis statement. In the conclusion, the thesis statement will be restated and the body paragraphs summarized to show how the conclusion came about. The conclusion is vital to the structure of the essay because it summarizes in a concise manner what the author was presenting in the essay and signals the essay has come to an end. 

The introduction, body, and conclusion are all important to a five-paragraph essay because each section provides both structures that make the essay flow from one paragraph to the next and important information that backs up the author’s thesis statement. The introduction introduces the topic and sets the tone, the body explains the topic using three main points, and the conclusion summarizes the essay and signals the end. The five-paragraph essay is an easy way to clearly explain a topic.
