	Aims:
Main aim: Ss will be improved their listening skill by guessing difficult words to hear such as linking sound words.
Secondary aim: Ss will be able to make sentences by using relative pronouns.

Tertiary aim: By using the famous song, student will enjoy when they approach   English. 

 Personal aim: I want to improve teaching skills by using eliciting.


	Language Skills:
Listening: Ss will listen to the Video Clip and dictate.
Reading: Ss will understand the meaning of each sentence. And they also will learn the form of poem.
Speaking: Ss will discuss about hidden meaning.
Writing: Ss will write their own poem.


	Language Systems:

Phonology: long vowel ‘ee’
Lexis: razor, reed, bleed, be afraid of something. 
Grammar: Relative pronouns.

 Function: Inventing new vocabularies and describing the background of words.
Discourse: Discussing the song and creating poem.


	Assumptions:
Students have done a dictation before.
Students are old enough to understand the meaning of love.
Students are interested in learning pop-songs. 


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

*If the student have difficulty in writing their own poem about the rose, let them change topic they want to write or have them just write sentences including the word ‘rose’.

*If the computer doesn’t work well, teachers will sing the song by themselves.
