Aims:
- Students will learn 5 vocabulary words regarding the topic 
by playing vocabulary game.
- Students will improve reading skills by reading an article from
on-line magazine.
- Students will be able to understand the main idea and the details 
of the article by answering on worksheets.
- Students will be able to speak about their shopping habits by 
discussion in their group activity.
- Students will practice writing by doing their homework.
Language Skills:
- Listening: listening to vocabulary instruction and students’ 

discussion and presentation
- Reading  : reading the article
- Speaking : discussion in group activity and presentation
- Writing  : writing on worksheets, preparing group presentation, and 
writing an essay for homework

Assumptions about Students:
- Students are at the intermediate level.
- Students are interested in money-related topic.
- Students are willing to learn new vocabularies.

- Students like to hear what other people’s habits are in expenditure.
Possible Problems and Solutions:
- If students have difficulties to get an answer to vocabulary games 
give out a couple of letters as clue.
- If students have difficulties to read the article within the limited 

time, allow two more minutes.
- If the class is out of time for presentation, let one of the groups 

   give out their presentation.

- If the post-activity finishes early, get the students started their 

essay homework assignment.

Good afternoon everyone! How are you today? Did you have lunch? Good!
Lead-in
Do we all like money? Is there anyone who doesn’t like money? Well, I guess not. That’s right. We like money and money is important for our lives. Today we are going to read an article about money. Its title is ’10 Ways to Save Money.’ 
(Showing a coffee picture)

What’s this? That’s right. It’s a cup of coffee. Many people like to drink coffee. And including myself, they have to drink coffee often. How much is a cup of coffee? About 4,000, 5,000 won, right? If you save this money not making any purchases, for a month, how much money would you save? If you saves for 20 cups a month, that would give you around 100,000won! Wow! That’s a lot of money! If you think about 5,000won, that just looks like small money. But if it accumulates, it becomes such big money! So this is one tip that you can save money. In this article we are going to read today, there are nine more ways to save money. Isn’t it interesting?


Pre-activity: Pre-teaching vocabularies and vocabulary game

	Pre-teach 5 vocabulary words

Before we read this article, we are going to learn 5 vocabulary words first.
#1 (Showing an ‘impulse’ picture)
What’s this? Somebody bought a lot. If you don’t think carefully, it’s easy to happen like this. In other words, if you shop impulsively, you might get many unnecessary items. You are going to be an impulse buyer. Impulse means sudden feeling, emotion or desire.

#2 (After putting the picture on the board, 

Show a ‘prudently’ picture)
This boy is putting blocks very carefully. That’s right, ‘prudently’ means carefully or cautiously. You can say this boy is stacking blocks prudently.
#3 (After putting the picture on the board, show a ‘indulgence’ picture)
Ice-cream or luxury vacation! Do we need these kinds of purchases in our lives necessarily? Well, those are good to have, but we can still live without them. Indulgence is something that you do as you want. It’s not really necessary but you still do you for pleasure or luxury. It’s allowance or privilege.
#4 (After putting the picture on the board, show an ‘expenditure’ picture.)
This is personal check. I guess somebody is paying for something. What does expenditure mean? Expenditure means expenses or payment. That’s right, it is spending money.
#5 (After putting the picture on the board, show an ‘in perspective’ picture)

OK, today’s last word is ‘perspective.’ This picture shows a scene from a distance. We call that perspective. Perspective is a view over some distance in space or time. It means prospect or viewpoint.’ It also means ‘in the long term’ in timely meaning.
Vocabulary game

Now, since we’ve learned five new vocabularies, let’s play a vocabulary game.
- Instruction:

We are going to play as groups. Let’s make four teams of two.
1. I’m going to show you a sentence with a blank. A team who got the answer for first will get a chance to call out the alphabets. 
2. If you have a chance to call out the alphabets, you can call out an alphabet for the sentence sheet. If you get one right, you can call out another alphabet until you don’t get any.

3. If the letter you called out is not on the sentence, we all get back to the question sheet. However, any of you can guess the sentence on the question sheet and say it out loud at any time. And for the team who get the sentence right, there will be a prize.
- Demonstration:

So let’s play one time for practice. 

(Showing a question sheet)

Here is the first sentence. ‘On _____, you grabbed an extra-large candy bar during your afternoon break. So your diet failed.”
Out of those five vocabulary words we’ve just learned, which one would work on the blank? That’s right, the answer is ‘impulse.’
(Pointing out the team who got the answer)

Now, your team has a chance to call out an alphabet on this sentence sheet.

(Showing the sentence sheet, let the team call out an alphabet)…
- CCQ:

1. What do you do when you see the question 

sheet? (Fill in the blank)
2. What do you do when you get a right answer?
   (Call out an alphabet on the sentence sheet)

3. Do you play this game in groups or 
individually? (In groups)
4. When can you say out the answer sentence?
   (At any time)

Ok, now, are you ready? Let’s begin now.

The first question is… (show a flash card)

So how was it? Did you have some fun? Now you feel familiar with each word?

	I. Reading for the Main Idea
- Instructions
Now, I’m going to hand out this article ’10 Ways to Save Money’ and worksheet. You have 8 minutes. You are going to read the article and answer the questions on this worksheet. 
- Demonstration:
If you look at the first question, it says ”According to the article, how would you use your credit and debit card?” 

(Showing the second paragraph of the article)

If you look at the second paragraph of the article, it says about the use of credit and debit card. You can read and write about it with one or two sentences. So you are going to do skimming the article. Do you know what skimming is? You are not going to read very intensively. You read the entire article but very fast.

- CCQ:

1. What are you going to do when you get this 
Article and worksheet?

2. DO you work in groups or individually?
3. How much time do you have?
(Hand out worksheets.)
- Monitor:

Monitor the students distantly. When there is one minute left, let students know.
- Answer Check:

Ok, are you all finished? Let’s check our answers together. Let’s look at the second question. The question is ”Why do you need regular dental care?” (Pointing out a student)
Can you tell us your answer? Good. That’s right, good cleaning routine helps prevent expensive clinic such as fillings, root canals, and dental crowns. Do we all agree? Does anybody have different answer? Ok, next question is…
- Feedback:

Wow, all of you did very well. Was it fun?

II. Reading for details

- Instructions

Now, we are going to read this article one more time. This time, you are going to scan the article. What is scanning? Yes, you are not going to read entire article. You just read only a word or phrase that you need. But in order to make sure it’s the right answer, please read a full sentence where the words you look for is after you find it. You have two filling-in-blank questions and four multiple choice questions. You are going to work in pair and you have 4 minutes. 
-Demonstrations:

Let’s look at the first question together. It says “If you don’t make a purchase on an expensive item impulsively, you will have less _____ and more _____.” And the answer actually is on the second paragraph. (Showing the second paragraph of the article.) So you can write the answer “you will have less regret and more money.” 
- CCQ

1. What are you going to do when you get this 

worksheet?

2. Do you work in groups or individually?

3. How much time do you have?

(Hand out worksheets.)
- Monitor:

Monitor the students distantly. When there is one minute left, let students know.

- Answer Check:

Ok, are you all finished? Let’s check the answers together.

The second question is ”To keep track of what you spend, you can put what you think you should spend for the month on transportation, food, entertainment, etc. on _____” (Pointing out a student)So what’s the answer? That’s right, it’s envelope. Do you all agree? Does anyone have different answer? Good now, Number 3 is…
- Feedback:
So how was it? Did you have fun? You all answered very well. Good work, everyone!

	Ⅰ. Discussion & Presentation

- Instructions:
From this article, what did you learn? You know how to save money now? Now, I want you to make  four groups of two. I’ll give five minutes and tell your partner your shopping experience. It can be a good experience that you’re proud yourself or bad experience that you don’t want to do again. After discussion, each of you will tell us your partner’s experience. So please take notes during your discussion.
- Demonstration:

For example, many women like to buy a cosmetic product. I one time bought a mascara even though I already had one that I was using because it was the popular one on TV. Yes I bought it on impulse. That’s right, I shouldn’t have done it. So now, talk to your partner about your experiences. You can also use those 5 words that we’ve learned today. 
-CCQ:

1. What are you going to discuss?

2. How much time do you have?

3. Do you work in groups or individually?

(Hand out instruction sheet)

Now, get into groups and begin!

- Monitor:
Monitor actively and participate within each group. Talk to them a little bit.

Ⅱ. Presentations

Ok, are we all ready to give out presentations?
Lets’ start with group A.

(After the last group’s presentation)

- Feedback:

Well done, everyone. You all made interesting presentation and used those 5 words properly.

(On the whiteboard, teacher writes down a few errors that students made. And make correction on their mistakes.)
Ⅲ. Homework Assignment
- Instructions:
Ok, you all did very well today. For homework assignment, please write a 750-word essay based on what we discussed today. I want you to write more in detail with when, where, how and what. It’s due on next Saturday.
- Demonstration:

Remember that I talked about my purchase on mascara? I would start my essay like “It was five years ago when this brand had a big commercial on TV and it was very popular among girls….” 
- CCQ:

1. What kind of homework is this? (Essay)

2. What are you going to write about?

3. How long do you need to write for?

4. When is due?

Article
10 Ways to Save Money

Save your loose change. Putting aside fifty cents a day over the course of a year will allow you to save nearly 40% of a $500 emergency fund. Keep track of your spending. At least once a month, use credit card, checking, and other records to review what you've purchased. Then, ask yourself if it makes sense to reallocate some of this spending to an emergency savings account. 
1. Never purchase expensive items on impulse. Think over each expensive purchase for at least 24 hours. Acting on this principle will mean you have far fewer regrets about impulse purchases, and far more money for emergency savings. 
2. Use debit and credit cards prudently. To minimize interest charges, try to limit credit card purchases to those you can pay off in full at the end of the month. If you use a debit card, don't rely on an overdraft feature to spend money you don't have. With either approach, you'll have more money available for emergency savings. 
3. It pays to practice preventative dental care, since a good cleaning routine helps prevent fillings, root canals, and dental crowns, which are expensive and no fun. 
4. Most people don’t track what they spend and may not realize when expenses add up to more than their budget can handle. To keep track of what you spend, put what you think you should spend for the month on transportation, food, entertainment, etc., into envelopes. This will help you avoid buying things you don’t need, and what’s left over can go into saving. 
5. One way to establish a savings discipline is to “save” an amount equal to whatever is spent on nonessential indulgences. Put a matching amount in a cookie jar for expenditures for beer, wine, cigarettes, designer coffee, etc. If you can’t afford to save the matching amount, you can’t afford the $4 super almond low-fat latte. 
6. Take the amount the item costs and divide it into your hourly wage. If it’s a $50 pair of shoes and you make $10 an hour, ask yourself, are those shoes really worth five long hours of work? It helps keep things in perspective. 
7. Save money by buying items online, in bulk. Some companies even offer free shipping on large orders. Clearance items are sometimes available, and good savings can be found on non-perishable groceries and diapers. This saves time and money! 
8. Substitute coffee for expensive coffee drinks. The $2 a day you could well save by buying a coffee rather than a cappuccino or latte would allow you, over the course of a year, to completely fund a $500 emergency fund. 
9. Assess clothing in terms of quality as well as price. An inexpensive shirt or coat is a poor bargain if it wears out in less than a year. Consider fabric, stitching, washability, and other quality related factors in your selection of clothes. 
10. Plan gift-giving well in advance. That will give you time to decide on the most thoughtful gifts, which usually are not the most expensive ones. And if these gifts are products that must be purchased, you will have the opportunity to look for sales.
