	(eliciting) Everyone, have you ever met someone who looks just like you? What do we call when we make animal or person completely same? Yes! That’s a clone.
(CCQ) Is this a clone? (showing a picture of similarity) Is this a clone? (showing a picture of clone)

(Grouping) I make a pair of students, holding out my hands to two students and say “you are a pair.”
(Demonstration)

(attaching the definition of ‘clone’) As I mention above, we can define the ‘clone’ as ‘to make animal or person exactly the same as them’
(Instruction)

Like this, you can match the words with their definitions. You’re going to work in pairs and group for 3 minutes.

(ICQ)

(ICQ)
