	Aims:
· Main aim: Students will be able to improve their listening skills by having students talk about motions and associated adverbs and adverb phrases.

· Secondary aim: Students will talk about motions by having them express the motions of objects, move and take dictation as they listen to.
· Personal aim: I want to improve on my ICQ technique.

                      I want to try not to say too much TTT.

                      I want to improve on time management.


	Language Skills:

· Speaking: Ss will talk about objects’ motions.
· Reading: Ss will read the words on the stickers and balls.
· Writing: Ss will take the dictation of me.

· Listening: Ss will listen to other students’ commands, and that I read a diary.

	Materials: a picture of doing yoga, a picture of dancing
9+3 students’ name, 9+3 verbs for motions, 9+3 adverbs and 36 balls(+3 means extra)
3 boxes

-names: Sam, Eunkyung, Hyunjoo, Jenny, Cathy, Serena, Zaya, Jisoo and Lily

-9 verbs: jump, climb, spin, clap, crawl, run, walk, roll and fly.
-9 adverbs or adverb phrases: high, low, slowly, fast, on the desk, on the chair, on the floor, with smile and with a friend

A student who I mention in the demonstration listens to me, and follows my direction.
	(CCQ) Showing a picture of dancing, what are these people doing? Yes, they are dancing. Showing a picture of doing yoga, is she dancing too? No. what is she doing? Yes, she is doing yoga.
(Making three groups) Holding out my hands to each Ss, “dance, yoga, jump, dance, yoga, jump, dance, yoga, and jump.” Who are the ‘dance’? come here, who are the ‘yoga?’ come here, who are the ‘jump’? come here. 
(Instruction#1) 
I have three boxes. There are many balls in the boxes. Each person in a group will pick a ball up in a box. After you get the ball, don’t look at it until other team members pick the balls up.
(ICQ)

-What are you going to do?

-Are you working individually?

- Are you going to look at the balls before your team members pick the balls up? Ok! 
(Demonstration)
“Let me start first.” I pick a ball in each box, and show them to students, speaking what words are on each ball. On the first ball a student’s name, on the second ball a verb, on the third ball an adverb are written.
“Sam jumps high.”
As I said, Sam jumps high. 

(Instruction#2) 
When your group is done, you should put the balls back into the boxes. You have 10 minutes for this activity.
(ICQ)

-Are you holding the ball after you finish? Are you putting them back?

-How much time?

“Now your turn! Let’s decide the order by rock-paper-scissors!
Ok! Team Dance! You start first!”
(Run)

Each group picks balls in the boxes. And students whose names are picked follow the directions. I monitor if any students don’t know words on the balls. If so, I let them know by using my gestures. 
Time warning (3minutes, 1 minute, 30 seconds. Time’s up!)

I check the time, monitoring how it is going. Give time warning. 

After one minute, I tell the diary again and let students check how well they dictate. 

The student who got most answers wins.

Error correction: I will correct any of the students’ oral mistakes that I’ve noted and if there are no mistakes then I will have Ss match which noun is related with which verb.
