	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
Anticipated Problems

Solutions

Ss may not be able to follow the passage easily.

Teacher speaking pace can be controlled when I say important parts.
Let Ss repeat what a teacher says. 

Until they get the understanding of the content, a teacher will ask ‘OK’?.
Some Ss may not be able to listen to the other Ss’ questions or answers certainly.
Ask Ss talk slowly.
Let Ss to repeat one more time. 
If time runs out of.
During main-activity, a teacher will have Ss ask a question just 4~5people per one activity. Or, during post-activity, a teacher will proceed just one activity. 
If Ss finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.
(If I need more time.)
I will use SOS activities.
I will proceed ‘sing a song’. Song relates to present-continuous (be+ ~ing).
A teacher teaches how to sing and then, Let Ss to follow the song.
