	Aims:

Main Aim:
·  Ss will be able to know the main idea and knowledge of various continents by skimming a passage.
·  Ss will be able to have ability to read in detail by scanning the passage and completing comprehension questions.
·  Ss will be able to use new vocabulary by demonstrating or eliciting definitions of words with flashcards.
Secondary Aim:
·  Ss will be able to improve their reading skills by using different models of the reading process.
·  Ss will be able to enhance the speaking skills by actively participating in the group discussion to make presentation on one of the countries.
Personal Aim:
·  I want to increase STT and interactions between Ts and Ss by making friendly environment and eliciting.



	Language Skills:
·  Reading: Ss should read the passage to practice the top-down model to help understand an overview of the content of the passage. Ss will also practice the bottom-up model to catch precise details of information from the passage.
·  Speaking: Ss should work in groups to discuss and present on selected countries.
·  Listening: Ss should listen to teacher’s instructions, explanations and peers’ presentations.
·  Writing: Ss should take a note from peers’ presentations.



	Language Systems:
· Phonology: fluency in speaking by presentation and pronunciation of new vocabularies.
· Lexis: landmass, criteria, hemisphere
· Grammar: accuracy in present simple tense (subject + verb + the rest of the sentence)
· Function: inventing new information on countries or continents and using it in particular situations.
· Discourse: discussing on countries and presenting it to class mates.



	Assumptions:
· Ss might know most of vocabularies in the passage.
· Ss might not have enough knowledge on various countries.
· Ss should know how to do skimming and scanning.
 


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· The activities might run overtime. Make sure Ss make short presentation so that everyone can take turns to present their works on time.
· Some students might have difficulty in understanding instructions. Demonstrate the activity by using chunk instructions.
· Ss might have trouble getting each detail in the allotted time (slow in reading). Give Ss enough time.
· Some Ss could be shy doing presentation in front of people. Encourage them.
· Ss might finish their activities early. Follow SOS plan.

	Greetings
Good morning class, How are you today?

Lead in by asking the Ss how many continents there would be. See if they know or have an idea.

Guiding Questions
Do you know which continent you are living on at the moment? Tell or share your answer.
· Each Ss should have chance to say their answers out loud.

Motivate
Today we’re going to take a look at continents on the Earth.
· Ss will be curious on which continents there could be on the Earth.

	(Speed Game)

Warm-up: play a quick drawing flag game.

Instructions: (Divide 12 Ss into 3 Groups) one student from each groups will come out to the front and will see a picture of a country’s flag. Then they will explain or describe it to the groups without using gestures or body languages in 1minute. The other Ss can talk to each other within a group to draw a flag as fast as they can. A group which draw a flag first will get one point.
Demonstration: Stephanie would you be a volunteer for me? Good. Please draw a flag that I’m going to describe to you. Stephanie draws. That’s really good and quick drawing Stephanie (compliment).

ICQs: Can explainer use gestures or body languages to describe a flag?
            Are you allowed to talk to each other within a group?

Run the Activity: Showing a picture of flags to Ss and monitoring discreetly.

(Vocabulary Presentation)
Pre-teach: by showing the words on flashcards and following these steps.

Elicit: “landmass” What is this? That’s right.
CCQs: Can a large island be also called landmass?

             Which country do you think have the biggest landmass?

Elicit: “criteria” Do you have an idea what it is? Great. It’s a standard of judgement or criticism or a rule/principle for evaluating or testing something. (rephrasing Ss’ answer) Criteria is also the plural form of criterion.
CCQs: Are you informed of the criteria of requirements to get into University?
            Can a person’s diet be a good criterion of his health?

Elicit: “hemisphere” Do you know the meaning of hemisphere? It’s correct. This is one half of the Earth. Also, /ph/ sounds like /f/ so you need to pronounce it as Hemisfeer.
CCQs: How many parts is there if you cut the Earth into hemisphere?
            Draw a picture of appearance of hemisphere.

	1. Skimming
Instructions: Now, we’re going to read a short passage about the continents. Read very briefly in 30 seconds and see how this passage is structured. 

ICQ:  How long are we going to read this passage for?

Run the Activity: Tell Ss to start reading and manage the time. (30 sec)

Elicit: How many pictures were in the passage?

           Which pictures were in the passage?

           How many paragraph were there?

2. Scanning & Comprehension Exercise (Ss should focus on details to answer the questions in the worksheet)
Instructions: Okay class, I want you to read the passage carefully this time and try to answer the questions. (handing out the Comprehension worksheet to each Ss)  I will give you 10 minutes to get down and focus in details. Afterwards, check your answers with others in group and will have chance to present later.
ICQ: Can you check your answers with others?

Run the activity: 

· Ss will read the passage carefully. (1min)
· Ss will answer the questions on Comprehension worksheet. (3min)

· Each group takes turns to present their answers in numerical order.

· Ts will write down the answers on the board or Ss can come out and write it down themselves. (3min)
Nicely done class. Now, I want you to read the last part or paragraph again for the next exercise and choose one partner in each group. It’s going to be a pair work.
3. Bar graph Exercise (Ss should focus on the last part of the passage)
Instructions: With a partner, draw a graph on percent of total population on each continents. (handing out the bar graph worksheet to each Ss) There is an information in the passage. Read the passage carefully and chat with your partner to complete the graph. 

ICQ: Where can you find the information on population?

Run the activity: monitoring Ss discreetly and managing time to finish it on time.
Elicit: Which continent has the highest percent of the total population?

           Can we draw different graphs to show the percent of population instead of bar graph?

Feedback: Did you find statistics interesting?

                  Was there any problem drawing a graph?
Close the activity: Well done class. This activity will help you to draw and read the graph. Graphs can be used anywhere in various ways. Let’s move onto the next steps and I want you to stay in the same group for the next task.

ICQs: Are you going to work individually?

            How many country does each group need to present?

Run the activity:

· Vanish monitoring while making short presentation. (10min)
· Encouraging and complimenting Ss while presenting their studied countries. (5min)
Error Correction: Go over any errors that you’ve heard or noticed throughout their presentations. Write errors down on the board and try to elicit corrections.
Feedback: Did you have fun today?

                  Did you learn something about continents?

Close: (Congratulate the Ss on their works) Everyone did very well today and the presentations were nicely done. I want you to keep practicing on reading. Thank you class.

A continent is one of several very large landmasses on Earth. They are generally identified by convention rather than any strict criteria, with up to seven regions commonly regarded as continents. 
These are Asia, Africa, North America, South America, Antarctica, Europe, and Australia.

The largest and most populous continent is Asia, located primarily in the eastern and northern hemispheres. It covers 8.7% of the Earth's total surface area and comprises 30% of its land area.
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Antarctica is Earth’s southernmost continent. Antarctica, on average, is the coldest, driest, and windiest continent, and has the highest average elevation of all the continents.
