· Secondary aim:  Ss should improve reading and listening skills.



	Language Skills:
· Listening: Ss should practice listening to POP SONG and understanding about song’s lyrics.
· Speaking: Ss should practice speaking for their thinking about songs.
· Reading: Ss should read the track list and lyrics. And understanding about lyric’s meaning.
· Writing : N/A



	Language Systems:
· Phonology: Practicing the singing a song in English.
· Lexis : Lyrics, Compose
· Grammar : N/A
· Function: Describing and speaking their thinking about songs.

· Discourse: Discussing about thinking about songs.




	Assumptions:
· Ss know about ‘The Beatles’.
· Ss can read for lyrics about songs.




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· The projector may malfunction. Play the music with the cell-phone and give the handout for score of song.

· The activities may too short. Singing other songs with play the guitar.

· Problem of internet access. Give the handout.
· Without guitar or can’t play the guitar. Play the video clips.

Instruction:
( Now, I’ll give the track list of ‘the Beatles’. They are having many songs. So I choose only four albums. You should find out the knowing songs with your partner.

》Give the handout. (Track list of ‘The Beatles’)

· How many songs do you know?
· Can you singing a little?

	1. Listening the song
Instruction:

( Okay, this time, I’ll introduce my favorite song of Beatles. The song name is ‘I will’. First time, we just listen the song. And then I’ll give the paper with lyrics written on it. Please, listen softly.
》Play the music on the computer.
(Use prepared video clip with off the screen.)
Elicit

· Have you ever listened this song?

· How do you feel?

· Can you hear every word on this song?

2. Listening the song with reading lyrics
》Give the handout. (‘I will’ lyrics)
 [New vocabularies]
· Lyrics

· Compose

Elicit

( Let’s look at the right-upside of paper. Can you read ‘lyrics’ and ‘compose’?

· What is the ‘lyrics’? – Yes, ‘lyrics’ is the words of songs.

· How about ‘compose’, what is that mean? – ‘Compose’ is mean make a song.
 CCQs:
· Who is the made a lyrics about this song?
· Who is the composed about this song?
( Now, we listen the song again with the paper. Listen carefully, and try to understanding what the meaning of lyrics is.
》Play the video clip (‘I will’ with lyrics)
Elicit
· How about this time? Do you have any change in your mind with lyrics?
· Which part do you like most?
