	Materials:

- Computer hooked up to a beam projector. (PPT)
- Wedding magazines for each group 
- Cloze worksheet for each students
- Matching worksheets for the planning of reception.


	Aims:

Main Aim:
· Students will be familiar with the main idea of the planning wedding such as seating, procession, ceremony and recession by reading a passage.
· Students will be able to recognize the reception of wedding by skimming on the matching activity.
· Students will be able to use new vocabulary by demonstrating definitions of words with huppah, officiant and ushers.
Secondary Aim:
· Students will be able to make their own wedding plan in English.

· Students will get the difference between Christian and Jewish wedding.
 Personal Aim: 
·  I want to improve my volume by reading out loud while I deliver them.
·  I want to make a lesson chunk by dividing as objectives, activities, and materials.


	Language Skills:

· Reading: Students should practice bottom up models when they read the vocabulary to text/worksheet.
·  Speaking: Students should work in group to deliberate about words and to finish their cloze worksheets.  They will also discuss about their wedding plan.
· Listening: Students will practice listening when they play true or false.
· Writing: Students should write their own vows in few sentences.


	Language Systems:

· Phonology:N/A
· Lexis: officiant, usher and huppah
· Grammar: N/A
· Function: describing wedding ceremony and stating the reception order.
· Discourse: discussing how students plan their own wedding in detail.


	Assumptions: 
· Most of students don’t know how to plan a wedding ceremony.
· The students are at enough level to understand the meaning in the passage.

·  Female students are more interested in this topic.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· The activities may run short than expected. Prepare SOS just in case.
· The computer or projector may malfunction. Show the printed papers.
· Some students may have difficulty in coming up with their own ideas. Encourage and support them to brainstorm.

	Warm-up: Let’s buy the must have items for your wedding within 3mins.
Instructions:  divide into group and choose 3 items/pictures from the magazine such as a wedding dress, ring, or honeymoon etc. that you should prepare before the wedding day. Please discuss why or when do we need those items.
Demonstration: find out the page of wedding dress and show the page to the students. 
Is wedding dress on the list of wedding planner? Do you need to buy or rent it for your wedding? Yes.
ICQs:
How many items/pictures will each group find out?
How much time do you have?
Run the Activity: refer to appendix 1

Handing out 3 magazines to each group and monitoring discreetly. Engage the students and get them excited about the buying items for wedding.
CCQs:

Did you find something interesting? 
How did you know those items are needed it for wedding?

 (Vocabulary Presentation)

Pre-teach: by writing the words on the board following these steps.
Elicit: who are attending on your wedding? Yes. Your family, friends and there is one who will lead you to vow and announce to everyone your marriage is starting. Who is this? “Officiant.”   That’s right. The officiant is someone who performs acts of marriage, civil union or commitment. 
CCQs: 
Where is the position of officiant when you arrange the seating? 

What is officiant’s main duty and responsibility? 
(Their main responsibility is to receive and witness the consent of the intended spouses)

Elicit: “usher. “ It is not a person’s name. Do you have any idea what usher means? It is a male attendant of a bridegroom at a wedding.
CCQs: 
Does female friend attend as an usher?
How many ushers are at a wedding in general?
Elicit: “huppah.” do you know the meaning of ring bearer? Yes.  It’s correct. It is a canopy under which the Jewish marriage ceremony is performed. You might have seen in the magazine as well.
CCQs: 
Do you normally see huppah in Korean wedding?

Have you seen or heard about Jewish wedding before?
Is there officiant or ushers in Jewish wedding?

	1. Matching Task (refer to appendix 6&7)

Instructions: we are going to look into the planning of reception. You will see picture and time that matches with sentences as fast as you can. Discuss with your group and put the sentence to right pictures. Hand out the appendix 6
Elicit / ICQ: Look at this picture. What are the bride and groom going to do?

Demonstration: 
Look at this example of the card.  I think ‘going away’ is matching with the last picture. The time indicates 10:45 P.M. The newlyweds depart, the guests wish them farewell, and the party winds down.
Run the Activity: monitor them and give an advice if the answer is different.
2. Reading  Task (hand out appendix 2 without pictures)
Instructions: Now, we’re going to read texts about the planning ceremony from the book of Martha Stewart. It has 4 parts which are seating, procession, ceremony and recession. Passage is explaining of Christian and Jewish wedding. Read them first and try to draw out first. They look similar but it is slightly different.
Elicit/ICQs: 
Can anyone explain what does procession and recession means? Yes it is part of wedding ceremony. In a modern wedding, the bride walks with her father in procession. The bride and groom walk together in recession.
Do you know Martha Stewarts?
 What are those four aspects?
 What are two types we compare with?

Run the Activity: Let students read the passage and write down their own seating plan. Show the pictures of each part that students can compare with their drawing.
CCQs: 
Have you seen Christian wedding in Korea?
Do you prefer Christian way or traditional Korean (modern) way on your wedding?

What do they do next to the ceremony?

 Ask Comprehension Check Questions
Literal:  

Who is standing the right side at Christian wedding?

Who is carrying on the ring?

Interpretive (Implied):  

Who is taking an officiant position in Jewish wedding?

What is the role of cantor?
Applied:

Used in the Post Activity

Or ask students make two different types of questions themselves and discuss about it.

3. Cloze Exercise (refer to appendix 3)
Instructions: try to fill out the last two parts due to time limited. I will give you 5 minutes to finish and work in pair. After you are finished with filling out answers, share the answers with other students.

Elicit / ICQs: 
Should you fill out everything?
How much time do you have to finish?

Run the Activity:

· Students will work on the cloze sheet.
· Students will share their answers. 
· Write down the answer on the board or students will have a chance to speak out. (depends on time)
Transition: so far, we have learned about the planning of ceremony and the receptions.

	Instructions: 
For this time, please discuss with your group and write about vows more than 3 to 4 sentences. Before you do that I will show you some examples of the traditional vows and romantic vows. 

ICQs: 
Are you going to work individually?

Should each group write only one sentence?
Run the Activity: (appendix 4&5)
Make sure each group works on together and allow the groups share the vows. Each group will present their vows and encourage the other groups or give them a hand.

Error Corrections:

Go over any errors that you heard throughout the lesson. Write them on the board and try to elicit corrections.

Close:

Congratulations! This is for today. Now you are ready to get married.
SOS

Demonstrate the wedding ceremony. Divide into group and allow them choose each positions like an officiant, groom, bride, ushers, bridesmaids etc. So teacher can verify their comprehension by demonstrating a situation.
