Materials:
• 3 pictures for example sentences (including the master sentence)
• 4 pictures for grammar game
• 1 Timeline of the master sentence on a hard paper (that is big enough for the whole class to see)
• 1 Substitution table on a hard paper (that is big enough for the whole class to see)
• 8 copies of Small Activity Guideline Worksheet 
• 8 copies of Grammar Practice Worksheet 

• 4 copies of Production Task Guideline Worksheet 
• 8 copies of Homework Guideline Worksheet
• A white board and markers & eraser & tape
 

Aims:
• Students will understand the grammar point through 3 example sentences the teacher presents. 
• Students will learn to use the grammar point through the small activity with the partner. 
• Students will solidify the grammar point through the practice worksheet.  
• Students will learn to work together and use grammar information they gained through production task. 
 

Language Skills:
• Listening: Students will listen to the teacher’s instructions and listen to each other while working together.   
• Reading: Students will read sentences on the substitution table and the questions on the worksheets.  
• Speaking: Students will speak during class to answer teacher’s questions and to work on the production task.  
• Writing: Students will write on the worksheets to answer questions.  
Language Systems:
• Phonology: Students will read sentences during the drill.  
• Function: Students will make appropriate sentences when playing grammar game. 
• Grammar: Students will think about the grammar point while conducting the production task. 
 

Assumptions about Students:
• Students will be interested in the topic because they all make different choices every day.
• Students will make pronunciation mistakes while conducting the drill. 
• Students will be able to answer questions on the grammar practice worksheet. 
• Students will have fun during the production task because it is based on their experience. 
 

Possible Problems and Solutions:
• Students might be tired because it is the last class of the day so help them wake up at the beginning of the class. 
• Students might not be able to understand the grammar point so well so explain thoroughly.  
• Students might not understand the grammar game so show a clear demonstration.

	Greetings
Hello class! Welcome to the last class to today. (Ask everyone about their week)
Lead in
Now, do you know how many decisions a person makes in a day? It is hard to put it into an exact figure but according to the Times magazine, we make thousands of decisions in a day. So imagine the number of decisions you made up until now. And among those decisions, we all have regrets. But those decisions I made, actually make me who I am right now. 
Thinking about my life, I can think of the things that would have been different.

1. When I was working as an English Homeroom teacher, I felt so exhausted all the time so when I got home, I relaxed and didn’t exercise. If I exercised like this lady here (show the picture), maybe it would have been better.
If I had exercised, I would have felt much healthier. (Write this on the board)
2. In my university, I was a singer at a small band. Even though I practiced as much as I can. I always think,

If I had practiced more, I would have sung much better in my concert. 
Like this lady here who looks so confident. (show the picture & Write this on the board)
3. As some of you may know, I majored in International Economics and Law in my University. After graduating and working, I realized that I had a strong passion towards education. 

If I had known earlier about my passion towards education, I would have studied English Education in my university. (Show the picture & Write this on the board)
Now, let’s talk about some of the regrets or decisions that you have made in your past and that you would like to think differently. Can anyone tell me?

(Talk to the students and write 3 example sentences on the board)

Look at all the sentences on the board. Can anyone tell me the topic of our lesson today? Today’s topic is “We are our decisions”. 
(Writhe the topic and ERAZE everything EXCEPT FOR THE Master Sentence)
Introduce the TIMELINE
(bring out the timeline and show if to class)
Now everyone look at this timeline. 

If I had exercised, I would have felt much healthier.(read the master sentence) But in truth, I did not exercise and did not feel so healthy. This timeline shows that. 

CCQ on the Master Sentence.

-Did I exercise? (No)

-Did I feel healthier? (No)

-Did any of these actually happen? (No)

Drills (listen for the errors and make gestures)
Listen to me very carefully. (Read the MS 3 times)

Now let’s try it out together everyone. Repeat after me. 

(T reads the MS and the students repeat – do this 3 times)

This time, Let’s try individually. (Allow all the students to try individually)

(Pick up the SUBSTITUTION TABLE)
Now, everyone look at this table. 

Let’s try making new sentences with these options.

For example…. (Make an example sentence for the students)

Now let’s try individually. Let’s start from ~.

(allow all the students to try once. Correct errors and make gestures)
Good job everyone. You guys did a great job!

Instruction

Demonstration
(Show the students the worksheet and quickly go around the classroom)

This is how the worksheet looks like. Let’s have a look at the example question together. (Do the question together with the students)
CCQ
1. What are you supposed to do? (Fill in the blanks)
2. How much time do you have? (2 minutes)

3 Are you working in groups or individually? (individually)

Good. When you get the worksheet, you can begin right away. 
Hand out worksheets & Monitor
(Monitor quietly and walk around the classroom. Help them if they ask)
Check Answers

Let’s check answers. Who wants to share the answer for number one? That’s right. Does everyone agree with the answer? Okay good. (Same thing goes for all the questions.)

Feedback

Great job everyone. You are doing really well today. Excellent.

Grammar Game 
Instruction

Now we are going to play a quick game. This game will be done in 2 teams of 4 students. I will show you a picture. When you see the picture, you have to make a sentence about the picture. Anyone from the team can raise their hands and say the sentence. 1 sentence will be 1 point. It will be played for 4 minutes.
Demonstration

(Show the example picture)
So for example, if this is the first picture you see.. you must raise your hand and say a sentence like “If he had known about the rain, he would have packed an umbrella.” Okay?
CCQ

1. What are you supposed to do? (Make a sentence)
2. How much time do you have? (4 minutes)

3 Are you working in pairs or individually or as a team? (team)
Good. Everyone stand up and come up here. (divide the class into 2 teams)
Start the game & show pictures & write points on the board

Feedback

Well done class. You are on fire today!

Good. I will hand out the guideline worksheets. You can begin right away. 
Hand out worksheets & Monitor
(Monitor quietly and walk around the classroom. Help them if they ask. If there is a time, write the homework on the board quickly)
Presentation in front of the class
Okay it’s time for presentation. We will go around this way.
Feedback
(Give advice and correct errors)

Great job everyone.
