Aims:
• Students will be able to improve their speaking skills by talking each other.
• Students will be able to develop small group interaction skills by doing a task together. 
• Students will be able to express their opinions by presenting a task.

• Students will be able to negotiate meanings by exchanging opinions for a task.
Language Skills:
• Listening: Students will listen to others’ presentation 
• Reading: reading worksheets 
• Speaking: Students will speak out the dialog. 
• Writing: taking notes during preparing a task
Language Systems:
• Grammar: grammar error correction during preparing a task and presenting a task
• Function: To communicate and presentation
• Discourse: Talking about experience.
Assumptions about Students:
• Students are interested in raise their children.
• Students like to work with other students.
• Students enjoy exchanging or sharing their own ideas.
• Students like to listen to other student’s creative stories.
Possible Problems and Solutions:
• If students don’t understand  activity, explain and show demonstration directly in front of students.
• If students have difficulty in preparing a task, a teacher gives some suggestions.
• If students do not speak something in English during preparing a task, a teacher encourages them to use English.
• If students have difficulty in negotiating meanings with other students, a teacher can become a co-communicator.
