	Materials:
· White board, Computer, Beam projector, Board markers 
· Power point about Adverbs

· 12 copies of the practice worksheets ‘Adverbs Search Puzzle’
· Some pieces of paper with adverb or verb words to do an activity for students.


	Aims:
· Students will be able to define different types of adverbs
· Students will be able to identify different types of adverbs after listening to a song.
· Students will practice adverbs by answering concept check questions and completing the worksheets.
Students will practice speaking and listening ability by sharing ideas in a group  

Personal Aims
· I want to give them information of adverbs clearly by speaking up


	Language Skills:

Reading
· Students will read a worksheet to practice adverbs.

Speaking
· Students will discuss in groups about adverbs to get the answer of quiz. .
· Students will discuss with their partners to complete their worksheets.
· Students will understand what adverbs are when they are speaking sentences with adverbs for an activity.
Listening
· Students will listen to the song ‘Rock and Roll Adverbs’ to get the answer of quiz
Writing
· Students will understand about adverbs when they write adverbs after listening to a song.


	Language Systems:

Phonology
· Students will learn how to pronounce adverbs after listening the song ‘Rock and Roll Adverbs’
Lexis
· Many types of Adverbs (ex: fast, clearly, often, well, softly, how many, etc.)
Grammar
· Present tense used throughout a song and cloze worksheets. 
Function
· Self-narrating
Discourse
· Students will discuss about adverbs to get the answer of quiz after listening a song.


	Assumptions:

· Students already knew what adverbs are briefly but not perfectly.
· Students will know many kinds of adverbs after this class.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students might have difficulty (in) getting their answer for quiz about adverbs
· Teacher provides more examples or gives a song. 
· Students may need extra time for doing their worksheet (Adverbs Search Puzzle) on their own.
· Try to come up with examples together as a whole class (ask for volunteers)
· The projector or the computer may malfunction.
· Play the song on Smartphone (or MP3 Player) hooked up with portable speakers

	Lead-In

	Materials:
· Computer and Beam project (show a song, ‘Rock and Roll Adverbs’)

	Time

	3 min


	Whole Class

	Lead in by letting the students listen to the song ‘Rock and Roll Adverbs’ 
See if they already knew about this song.
Guiding Questions

Does anyone like listening to the music?

Do you like music, ----- (student’s name)?
Motivate
Time is so fast like an arrow today, right? Because we have many kinds of fun classes. Was it very fun? Or tough? I think some of you are little bit tired because of enjoying other fun classes So, now, let’s take a break for 3 minutes listening this song ‘Rock and Roll Adverbs’. 
Elicit

What was your best class today, ----? Was it really fun?
Did the teacher give you instruction clearly?    
(I want to elicit idea from students through this Q using Adverbs.)
Transition
So, we are going to listen to the song ‘Rock and Roll Adverbs’ to take a rest. But There is a mission for you. It is very easy.

· Computer and Beam project (play a song, ‘Rock and Roll Adverbs)

	5 min
	Individual
	Warm-up: Listening to the music and writing down 3 words related to this song.
Instructions for 1st song :

You have a little mission when you take a rest with this song for just 1 or 2 minutes. But don’t be afraid, or sad. It is very easy. Because it is just for hint about what you are going to study. So, if you can, please write down any 3 words what you hear through this video.  After listening to this song, we will share our words. You don’t need to memorize all words in this video.
ICQs:
How many minutes do you have?

Do you have to memorize all words perfectly?
Instruction for 2nd song 

Ok, Then, can you guess what these words are related to? Now, I will play this song again. But this time, this song is little bit different from 1st song that we listened before. After listening this song there are some quiz related to 2nd song. So, please listen carefully and if you want, you can memorize it. Let’s start.
Run the Activity:

Monitor students how their works are going

After listening to the song, play it again to check the answer.

Check Sequence
Highlight adverbs in the song like ‘ there , off , inside , down, etc..’  
CCQs
What should we do when we watch?


	Main Activity

	Materials:  Some pieces of paper with adverb or verb words to do an activity 

	Time
	Set Up

	10 min


	In Groups
(groups of 2)

	Activity: Pose it right!
Some students have to answer following other student gestures to do an activity.
Instruction 
There are 2 pockets here. This pocket has the pieces of paper about verb words. And the other pocket has the pieces of paper about adverb words. Before we start, I want you divide into 2 groups, A team and B team. Now, one person of each team come up and pick one paper from only one pocket that you selected. And then gather two pieces of paper which two people picked. Then, explain what it is using body. For example, one person pick the verb ‘( I ) swim’ and the other person pick the adverb ‘slowly’ who come out.  And gather it. Then the students who come up have one sentence ‘I swim slowly’. Now, other students have to speak the sentence ‘She or he swim slowly’ by watching performer’s gesture. 
The performers can’t speak. 

You have 30 seconds for each game.

ICQs:
How many seconds do you have for each game?
Introduction
So, you had hint of what we are going to study by listening to the music right? Adverbs! So, Let’s do a fun activity using Adverbs!
