	Language Skills:

	Language Systems:

Phonology:  when they do drilling activity.(pronunciation)

Grammar: if (the 2nd conditional) 

“IF + SUBJECT + PAST SIMPLE , SUBJECT +WOULD+ INFINITIVE”
Function: talking about the unreal an unlikely situation.
Discourse: by using topic cards, they can put themselves in other situations. And talking about the unreal situation by using 2nd conditional.


	Assumptions:
- Students have background knowledge on ‘if’, ‘conditional’.

- Students know the past verbs and modals.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
- If Ss have not enough knowledge of conditional

⇒ Expand more time in Clarification section and explain more specifically about it with more examples.

- If time is short

⇒ In Clarification section, delete the drilling section. Move on the worksheet paper.
- If time is still short

⇒ delete the worksheet exercise 2. Sentence completion
- If time is left

⇒ Run SOS activity

Lead in by asking the class ‘what do you usually do, when you feel depressed?’ -
Pick some students and listen to their opinion.
Motivate

Let’s watch it. (Show Ss a video clip about 1mins and 30 secs)
Elicit
Why do you think I was thrilled while I was watching?

-Yes. Imagination is sometimes so sweet, huh?
What is this video clip about?
Did you recognize almost sentences have the same structure?

- Good. If you had a million dollars, what would you do?
Can you guess today’s topic?

Yeah, Today’s topic is second conditional.

Transition: Let’s see more details about 2nd conditional.

Here are two sentences which are in the video clip.
If I had a million dollars, immediately I’d quit my job.
If I had a million dollars, I'd travel all over the world.

1. What was the first word in both sentences? (start with ‘if’)
Yes, ‘if’ first.  It is kind symbol.
2. Do you think I already have a million dollars? No, I don’t.
So I used the past tense of verbs “had” because the situations are impossible or unlikely to happen.(no, I don’t have any money that much in real.)
3. Lastly, what is “ ‘d ”? yes. It is a shortened form of would. (contraction)
I used ‘would’, It means I want to have a million dollars in the imaginary situations.

- was is also possible, “was” is often used in spoken English as an informal way.

- You can put the ‘If-clause’ at the beginning and at the end as well.(show some examples)
