	Aims:
· Ss will learn grammar by listening to music and drilling.
· Ss will know the difference between ‘active’ and ‘passive’ voice and also apply 
to real life.  
· Ss will be able to change ‘active voice’ to ‘passive voice’.
· Ss will practice speaking and listening skills by sharing ideas in groups.


	Language Skills:
· Reading: Ss will read a worksheet and find some sentences including passive 
                          voice.
· Writing: Ss will make sentences after watching a video. 
· Speaking: Ss will speak while sharing ideas in groups. 
· Listening: Ss will listen to music and teacher’s instructions.


	Language Systems:
· Grammar: comparing ‘active voice’ with ‘passive voice’, understanding more natural expression. 
· Phonology: drilling (I was born…)
· Lexis: born, driven, 
· Function: sharing ideas
· Discourse: discuss about video


	Assumptions:
· Ss are familiar with various sentences including ‘active voice’ and ‘passive voice’.
· Ss are able to express their ideas by discussing. 
· Ss already know this song ‘I was born to love you’. 
· Ss are able to make sentences.
· Ss know ‘to be’ verb form.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Ss may have difficulties in changing active voice to passive voice. 
· Ss may have difficulties in understanding passive voice. 
Give explanations using pictures. 
· Ss may not have enough time to complete the worksheet.
Give them more time. 
e.g) If you need to more time, I would give 30 seconds more.

(eliciting Freddie Mercury)

(Listen to Ss’ ideas and talk about ‘I was born to love you.)

Do you want to listen to this song by him? (Yes!) 

Okay, you will have worksheet with lyrics.
I want you to fill out the blanks individually while listening to music.

What should you do? 
Who do you work with?
(After listening) Did you enjoy the song?

What sentence did you remember? Let’s check the blanks altogether by singing. Are you ready to sing? 
Well done!

Now, can you tell me why Freddie Mercury was saying ‘I was born to love you’ in his song? (Ss answer)
Yes, he said I “was born” because we can’t be birth by ourselves. So we can express “mother gave birth to me”. 

Explaining (PPT)

In active voice, the subject of the sentence performs the action “I drove my car.” (I, the subject, drove the car)

In passive voice, the target of the action becomes the subject of the sentence.

(The phrase “by(someone)” or “by(something)” is a clear indicator of passive voice. And formation ‘verbs such as am, are, is + p.p’ can be an indicator of the passive voice. 

My car was driven by me. 

CCQ

Is this sentence ‘I am holding a pencil’ active or passive voice?
Is this sentence ‘The tray of food was dropped by the waiter’ active or passive voice?

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The Titanic was built in 1912. It was to be unsinkable. Because of this, it wasn’t given 
enough lifeboats for the passengers and crew. The hull was damaged by a collision with 
a huge iceberg and it sank very fast. A total of 1,513 people were drowned that day. 
Because of this disaster, a lot of magazines were printed in many languages, new 
international safety laws were passed and Ice Patrol was established. In 1985 the wreck 
was located on the sea bed and the ship was explored. 

Several successful films have been made about the Titanic since then, and the most 
recent was released in 1997.
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
