	Aims:

· Ss will be able to be familiar with the infinitive
· Ss will be able to improve their knowledge in infinitive by making sentences, completing exercises, listening to the lyrics on Youtube and participating in activities.
Personal Aim:  I want to improve my grammar instruction skills while implementing various activities while I deliver them


	Language Skills:

· Listening: Students will listen to the teacher’s explanation, instructions, and ideas from the other students on the class as well as to the song on youtube.

· Speaking:  Students will have an opportunity to dead out their answers and engage in an activity that involves speaking to a partner. 

· Reading:  Students will read the worksheets in order to complete them.
· Writing: Students will answer the questions on the worksheet.


	Language Systems:

· Phonology: N/A
· Lexis: like, love, hate, prefer, begin, start, continue, forget, remember stop, try, regret
· Grammar: the infinitive (some gerund)
· Function: Identifying
· Discourse: Reading out the lyrics, playing an activity with a partner.


	Assumptions:

· Students are enthusiastic to improve their English grammar

· Students find the class atmosphere comfortable enough to speak out.

· Students are adults at an intermediate level who are capable of creating sentences with given vocabulary.
· Students are able to fill in the cloze worksheet while listening to the lyrics to a song


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· The computer, speakers and the beam projector may malfunction.  

· Have all the materials printed out before the class.
· Students have difficulties in completing the worksheets.
· Provide some hints by eliciting and give extra 1-2 mins.
· Students are reluctant to participate in a pair work.
· Encourage them and make them feel more comfortable.
· Students find difficulty in constructing a sentence with a given vocabulary.
· Try to elicit.
