	Materials:

· Ocarina ( One big size, one small size )
· 12 copies of worksheet # 1 ( chart activity )
· 12 copies of worksheet # 2 ( word order )
· 12 copies of worksheet # 3 ( write adjectives in a story )
· board & markers


	Aims:
Main Aims:

· Ss will be able to listen to a song by ocarina.
· Ss will be interested in grammar “Adjectives” through a song with ocarina.
· Ss will know the form of the adjectives by teacher’s explanation and worksheet #1
· Ss will practice speaking and writing ability by sharing their ideas and completing the worksheets.
Personal Aim: 
· I hope that Ss will be interested in grammar by music and worksheet activities.
· I really want Ss to think that grammar is fun through this lesson.

	


	Language Skills:

Listening:  listening to the music, teacher’s instructions, explanation and classmates’ opinions.
Speaking:  sharing ideas in a group, express opinions and       answering  the worksheets’ questions.
Reading:  reading worksheets to answer questions.
Writing: worksheet answers.
· Step 1 : Writing adjective words
· Step 1 : Writing adjective sentences
· Step 1 : Writing adjective words through a story



	Language Systems:

· Phonology: N/A
· Lexis: All the adjectives such us fat, slim, cute, small, tiny, beautiful,                                           handsome, special etc.
· Grammar: Ss can learn adjectives through the worksheets.
· Function: Sharing opinions, participating actively
· Discourse: discussion



	Assumptions:

· Ss already have learned the noun, be verb, linking verbs and subject in a previous class.
· Ss are accustomed to working individually and in groups of 3-4
· Ss know the lyrics of the song “Three Bears”



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Ss may have difficulty in understanding the story
·  If a few Ss have difficulty, explain it individually
·  If many Ss have difficulty, explain it to whole Ss.
· Pair work may run over time
·  Give Ss more time to finish their activity
· Even though Ss know the song “Three bears”, if they don’t remember the lyrics suddenly, I will show the adjective words with action.

	· Procedure:

· Greeting : 
Good morning , class? How are you this morning?
· Eliciting : 
1 I am going to play a song with ocarina.=>”Three Bears”
->make Ss to guess the title of the song.

-> tell Ss to think about the lyrics.

2 After playing the song, ask Ss about the lyrics.

->What did you listen about daddy bear & mommy bear &baby bear?

-> Daddy bear is fat
    Mommy bear is slim
    Baby bear is cute
3 Show Ss a tiny ocarina.

->Ask Ss “How does this look like?”
   (try to elicit the word “small, tiny”)

-> Show the big ocarina again.

   (compare them and try to elicit the word “big and small”)

Introducing the topic:

Write the words on the board

· fat, slim, cute, small, tiny, big

· Ask Ss “ Do you know how to call these words”
· Write adjectives on the board

So, can you guess what today’s topic is?

Today’s topic is “ Adjectives”
* Write “ Adjectives” on the left side of the board. And then, explain outlines what we are going to study today.

<Worksheet #1 -> Chart activity>

1. Give Ss charts about animals

2. Tell Ss to write adjectives that are related to the animals.

3. Tell Ss to do it in pairs and work as a group.(2min)
4. Divide into 3 groups and tell Ss to represent their ideas.

5. Ss read adjectives first and then read a sentence.
(ex) strong, big, scary, Tiger is strong, big, scary.)

	Procedure:
Explain about the adjectives

· There are many different adjectives.

· Use1:Adjectives can be used to modify nouns.

          Adjective + Noun

Ex) Student’s name is a beautiful lady.

      Student’s name  is a handsome man.

 Student’s name  is a special lady.

· Use2:Adjectives often follow linking verbs.
         Subject + Linking verb + Adjective

Ex) Student’s name is a smart.

      Student’s name  seems happy.

      The sandwich looks delicious.
<Worksheet #2 -> word order>

1. Give Ss worksheets about word order.

2. Ss will write the sentence in the right order(4min).

3. Work individually first and then work as a group.

4. Call student’s name and they represent their answers.

5. Call one student’s name in each time.
