-Students will discuss the advantages vs. disadvantages of blind date in Korea, do the listening dictation of 2 people introducing themselves & looking for a suitable partner and make their own profile.

-I personally want to improve on instruction delivery and demonstrations. 


	Language Skills:

-Speaking: Students will talk about advantages vs. disadvantages of blind dating

-Writing: Students will be engaged in dictation and making their own profile.

-Listening: Students will listen about each other’s personal desires for their perfect future partner.

-Reading: Students will read the listening script about 2 people, David, Judy, Chris and Sandra.


	Language Systems:
- Lexis: Compatible, blind date
- Phonology: None to Discuss

- Grammatical: None to Discuss 

- Function: Introducing themselves, going on a date
- Discourse: Idioms such as “runs in a family”, “actions speak louder than words.” 


	Assumptions:

-All students have experienced a blind date.
-Students are able to share positive as well as negative experiences when they go on a blind date.

- Students can tell their desire for a compatible partner.


	Anticipated Problems 
	Solutions:

	Due to time management, students may not have enough time to learn many idioms in main activity
	Once dictation completes, I will pick 2-4 idioms heard during dictation, and present meaning of them. I will give students an idiom sheet explaining meaning of more idioms after finishing presenting.

	Students might read the script too slow and it could affect managing time and the class could be dragged.
	I will have a half of students to read a part of script and the rest will do dictation for a person. When it finishes, the roles will change and be done by the other way around.

	I might need more time to complete my 40 minute teaching due to speedy running.
	I will do SOS activity if I have 2-5 minutes left.

CCQ: Very good. So, is a blind date meeting people you already know? “No”, or is a blind date meeting new people? “Yes” 
Demonstration: That’s right. So, Now we are going to talk about going on a blind date in Korea. What advantages are there? And What disadvantages of blind dating are? For example, building a new network or could be wasting time.
Instruction: I will give you a piece of paper. You will work individually, and write down 1 advantage and 1 disadvantage of blind dating in Korea. I am sure most of you have gone on a blind date. 
ICQ:
