	Aims:
1) Main Aim: To enable students to improve their listening skills by having students discuss the culture of blind dating in context to exposing Ss to learn the use of figurative language
2) Secondary Aim: Ss will talk about blind dates by having Ss match idioms, be engaged in listening dictation of four people searching for a compatible partner and having a speed dating competition. 

3) Personal Aims: I want to adjust my speaking speed to the level of the learner. I want to improve on my ICQ delivery. I want to improve on my explicit ICQ delivery. I want to improve on my demonstrations. I want to work on enthusiasm during lesson. 


	Language Skills:

Speaking: Ss will talk to each other when discussing in groups while doing the matching activity.
Writing: Ss will be engaged in dictation and filling-in-the-blank worksheets.
Listening: Ss will listen about each other’s personal desires in an effort to find a compatible match.
Reading: Ss will read the worksheets and will read the listening script that belongs to the speakers. 


	Language Systems:
Lexis: Compatible, blind date
Phonology: None to discuss

Grammatical: None to discuss

Function: Asking people out on a date, inviting people over. Requesting company

Discourse: 18 idiomatic expressions such as “Castles in the Air”, “Actions speak louder than words.” 


	Assumptions:
- All Ss have had a significant romantic relationship before or know someone who has
- Ss have had positive as well as negative experiences with romance or know someone who has

- Most Ss have been on a blind date

- Most Ss know how to express positive and negative qualities in people

- All Ss have done a dictation activity before


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:



	1) Due to time management, Ss must learn 18 idioms in the pre-activity which they might have too many questions for me to answer.
	1) I will follow the 1/3 rule when Ss present and give the rest of the answers on a wall chart. I will tell the Ss that they will hear a listening passage and see if they will be able to infer what the idiom means. If they still have questions, I will answer the questions during break time or after class. 

	2) For the dictation exercise, the radio might fail due to a black out electricity. 
	2) I will turn myself into the human radio and have a Ss control me with the help of the class to stop and rewind of course, giving Ss only 3 minutes total time to get through the listening.

	3) Ss might read too slowly for the dictation exercise which may affect time management.
	3) I will follow the 1/2 rule for the main activity which we will only get half the Ss to present and which we will also leave out the dictation for one of the four speakers.

	4) I might need more time to complete my 40 minute micro-teaching since some class members could be absent or running late.
	4) I will do SOS activity “A” if I have between 2 to 5 minutes left on the clock. 
I will do SOS activity “B” if I have 6-10 minutes left.

What do you see in this picture?

CCQ: 
Do you meet someone you know on a blind date? No
Do you meet someone new? Yes

Creative Grouping Technique: 
“Blind Date”
All the “Blinds” are a group and “Dates” are a group. 

Instruction: 
“Working in groups, I want you guys to match the first part of each sentence with the second part containing idioms. You have 4 minutes to complete the task in your groups.”
ICQ: 
What are you going to do? Matching idioms

Are you working individually? No, in groups
How much time do you have? 4 minutes

Explicit Instructions:
I don’t want you to start writing until I pass out all the papers and say begin. 

Explicit ICQ:
Are you going to start when I give you the paper? No

Are you going to start when I say begin? Yes

Students begin. I will monitor and answer students if they ask questions. Give time warning for 2 minutes, 1 minute, 30 seconds, and 10 seconds. 
Have one student come up and record their answers. Then have students read out the idioms in full sentences. Explain meaning of idiom if needed. 

Error correction. 

If none, unscramble a word.

	Eliciting: (Show a picture of first speaker)

What do you see?

What do you think about David? 

Instructions: 
“Listen to each speaker talk about themselves. Working individually, write down the information as much as you can. Read the dialogue of the first speaker.”
ICQ: 
What are you doing? Dictation

Are you working in groups? No

Are you taking notes? Yes

Run: 

Read the first speaker for the first time. 

Instructions: 

After the first time, tell the captain of the class to be the “pause and rewind” guy.  
“I will be the human CD Player for today. You may tell your captain to pause and rewind. However, you only have 3 minutes.” 
ICQ: 
What are you doing? Dictation
Can you tell your captain to pause and rewind? Yes

How much time do you have? 3 minutes
Run:

I read, the captain pauses and rewinds, and the rest of the class is taking notes. 

Close:

After students get the information, pick 1/3 of the Ss to present one thing they heard about the speaker. 

Instruction: 

 “Each group will take turns reading the dialogue of the next speaker. Blind group will read while Date group will be writing down information. Each person in the group reads 3 sentences.”

ICQ:

Is group 1 writing anything down? No

Is group 2 reading? No

How many lines is each person reading? Three

Run and Close: 

For 3rd dialogue, have the groups switch roles. If time allows, teacher reads the 4th dialogue. For both dialogues, pick 1/3 of the Ss to present one thing they heard about the speaker.

If none, unscramble word

	Set Up:
Have students come to the center of the class. Have Blind group sit on one side and Date group sit on the other. They should be facing each other. 

Instruction:
“Blind group is going to talk about themselves for 30 seconds while Date group is going to listen and take notes.”
ICQ:

What are we doing? Talking/writing 

How much time does each person have? 30 seconds

Can the listeners take notes? Yes

Explicit Instruction: 

After 30 seconds, the speaker will move to their left. 

Explicit ICQ: 

Is the speaker going to move to their right? No 

To their left? Yes

Run:
Students start the activity. Make sure to yell out “switch!” loud enough for Ss to hear. 

Instruction:

After the Blind group finishes, 

“Now Date group will be the speakers and Blind group will listen and take notes.”
Run: Students start the activity. 

Close:
Ask 1/3 students, “Who are you compatible with? What did you have in common with that person? 

Error Correction:

If none, unscramble word.
