	Materials:
· Computer (with the internet and power point) hooked up to a projector
· Speakers ready at a volume level high enough for the whole class

· Video clip (You tube) for main activity 
· Worksheets #1, #2 ,#3 and #4 for each student
· PowerPoint slides to give answers to the worksheets


	Aims:
· Ss will be able to distinguish between British English and American English.
· Ss will be able to use some slangs and recognize them when heard.
· Ss will become more comfortable while expressing their own ideas with peers.
· Ss will get used to listening to British English.


	Language Skills:
· Reading: Ss will read the worksheets and complete them.
· Writing: Ss will take notes while completing the worksheets.
· Speaking: Ss will ask questions and discuss within a group and share their own ideas.
· Listening: Ss will listen to a YouTube clip.


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: N/A 
· Lexis: quid, chuffed, gutted, knackered, fag, pissed, lager, love, cheers, rubbish and so on.(commonly used British vocabulary)
· Grammar: N/A
· Function: sharing experiences, participating actively
· Discourse: discussion


	Assumptions:
· Ss would find the topic relevant and educational.

· Ss are adults at intermediate level and are able to express their ideas in English.
· Ss are able to complete worksheet while listening to a YouTube clip
· Ss are adults at an high-intermediate level who are capable of understanding a TV show in English


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· The computer, speakers and the beam projector may malfunction.  

· Have all the materials printed out before the class.
· Students have difficulties in completing the worksheets.
· Provide some hints by eliciting and give extra 1-2 mins.
· Students are reluctant to participate in a pair work.
· Encourage them and make them feel more comfortable.

	Good morning class.

(Point 1-3 students and ask questions using the British English)

Alright mate?

Fancy a pint of lager after class today?

How did you get here this morning? Did you get the tube?

It’s such a nice day innit?

Eliciting

What did I say?

Did I speak in a formal/informal language?

Is it wrong to use slangs when you speak?

When you are talking to your friends, would you say “Could you please kindly pass me the pen? Or “Hey, pass me the pen”
Introduction

In Korea, we all grew up learning American English. We’re used to listening to American accents and slangs so listening to other English (British, Australian, New Zealand and so on) sounds odd and difficult.

However, there is no right and wrong in all these types of English. We speak the language depending on the area we’re from.

Today we will spend some time learning about the difference between the British and American English and we’ll do a variety of activities to learn the use of informal language.

(Show the class a short video clip to show a speech spoken in a strong British accent)

How much did you understand?

Instruction
In your groups, I’d like you to brainstorm some ideas about British English. I’ll give you 1 minute to come up any ideas on the differences between British English and American English.

Demonstration

1st of all, in Britain, they write flavour, neighbour, favour.

Secondly, they say tube or underground whereas in the US, they say subway.
What else can you think of?

(After 1 minute, gather some ideas and share with the class)

(Hand out the 1st worksheet and go over them together as a whole)
(Hand out the 2nd worksheet)
Instruction

Work in pairs. Please fill in the gaps with the given vocabulary.

I’ll give you 3 minutes to complete them. If you’re unsure of the meanings, please guess from the dialogues. Please do not use a dictionary.

Monitor

Monitor discreetly and give help if needed.

(If the students seem mostly finished, take turns to read out questions and answers).
Well done class.

Now do you feel that you have got the hang of some British English?

Introduction
Now I’m going to play a video clip. 

Do you all know the Ellen show?

Who is Ellen?

Has anyone seen the Ellen show?

In this show, the British musician and an actor Hugh Laurie is a guest and he and Ellen have a little talk about the difference between the British English and American English.

Before we watch the clip, let’s go over some vocabulary.

(Hand out the worksheets)
(Teach the class some vocabulary that would help them to understand the YouTube clip)

Instruction
Now please listen carefully to Ellen and Hugh and complete number 2. I’m only going to play it once.

(Play the video clip)
(Check the answers with the class.)
Now, let’s move to question 3.

(Get some answers from the students)

1. Both Ellen and Hugh are native English speakers. But why did they find it difficult to understand their questions?
2. What accent or what person did you understand better? Why?

	Task Realization (Usage of informal language)
Introduction

Now we’re going to do an activity to practice the use of the informal language.

This activity is called “The Perfect Match”.
Instruction

Out of 12 people in this class, 6 will be male and the other 6 will be female.  I will hand out an identity card and on that card you will see your personal information on sex, age, job, interests and so on.
When you receive the identity card, you have to become that person stated. Please act as that person.

(Give out the identity card)

In this game, all people are heterosexuals. It means all of you are interested in the opposite sex.

I will now give you worksheet to make notes on each person. I will call out each one of you to come out and answer the questions you’re given. Only answer what is stated in the identity card. If you’re asked what you’re unsure of or not stated in the card, say I don’t know.

(Hand out the worksheet)

Once a student comes up to the front, ask as many questions as you want within 4 seconds. Be careful, this person may be a man or a woman. 

ICQs

In order to find the man/woman of your perfect match, what kind of questions can you ask?

What’s your name? 

How old are you?

What do you think is the most important thing in a relationship?

Do you want to marry or have you ever been married? 

Do you want/do you have any children?

Do you believe in love at first sight? 

What are your negative points?

What do you do for fun? 

Do you follow politics?

Do you like travelling?

What is your favourite month of the year and why? 

How do you spend your spare time? 

Where do you see yourself in five years’ time? 

If you were an animal, what would you be and why? 

Are you a morning person or a night person? 

What adjective would a close friend use to describe you? 

If you could live anywhere in the world, where would it be?

(Run the activity)
