	Language Skills:

· Reading: Ss will read the slides with some life events.
· Writing: Ss will fill out the first worksheet. (e.g. what was the happiest moment in your life so far?)
· Speaking: Ss will share their life with partners, and share their own ideas.
· Listening: Ss will listen to other Ss’ presentation of life graph.

	Assumptions:

-Ss are able to express their own ideas in English.

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- If Ss are afraid to speak or show their own opinion in front of the class

 : Encourage Students

-Some of Ss could need more time to finish their activity

   : Be flexible with time. Give Ss more time to finish it.

- The projector or computer may malfunction
: use the life graph paper instead of PPT

Introduction
Following the law of attraction, we are going to say our dream out loud by taking turns.
Think about what is your dream for 1 min.

Ok, go!
Time warning

Time’s up! Class.
Then let’s share our dream. I will do first. 
Don’t say I want to blah blah..

Use the present tense like,

“I am a VERY FAMOUS TOEIC teacher.”
Doing this by taking turns.
