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Learning a foreign language is a very important chance to get to know other cultures in a better way. Also, people can develop their own teaching methodology through how they were taught by other teachers and what methods that they used when they were learning as a student. My experience learning a foreign language definitely affects me as a teacher because it helps me to give ideas of what, how and why I should teach. 
I am a both traditional and modern learner. When I first learned English vocabulary, the student repeated after the teacher, they gave the simple definition of the word and let the student to memorize it, and we were tested the following day. The test scores were always good but after the test there was nothing much left in my brain. However, after I moved to Canada, the education system was a bit different from Korea. The teachers encourage students to speak, find the meaning of the words, and let them to cooperate with classmates to acquire knowledge and generate the language. It was more useful way of learning a foreign language to me. 
The teaching method affects the student’s learning, the amount of knowledge that they get definitely depends on how much students engage in class and actually they participate in class. From my experience of both traditional and modern way of learning, I strongly support the modern teaching. The two ways of learning styles that I experienced will affect me as a teacher. It would give me an effective way to teach the student a foreign language. From my experiences, I could try more different ways of teaching and create my own methodology to produce the lesson.

Based on my experience, I could able to communicate with students with both native and second languages and provide more active and open-minded class environment to student. Also, the teacher could offer various methods of teaching to make class more interesting and let student to work together to produce more effective class. It is always important to let student to fall and absorb into the class, because I know how the traditional teaching methods prevent students from learning and interacting between students and their classmates. Being a world class teacher should know the student’s level and encourage them to communicate each other to understand what, how and why they are learning.
