	Aims:
Main Aims:

· Students will be able to improve their listening skills by focusing on the dialogue and completing the cloze exercise.
· Students will be able to exercise their creativity by writing the scripts for their own talk show with classmates.

· Students will be able to practice the usage of idioms by making examples through the class interaction

Secondary Aims:
· Students will be able to understand the contents better by studying the idioms that appear in the dialogue

· Students will be able to improve their language skills by sharing their ideas in a group.

· Students will be able to figure out the meaning of the words and idioms by looking at the context. 
Personal Aims:
I want to speak clearly when I explain the instruction of activity and try not to skip the demonstration part. 



	Language Skills:

Listening: students should listen to teacher’s instruction, main dialogue(video-audio clip), and classmate’s ideas
Reading: students should read the scripts they are provided and cloze worksheet
Writing: students should fill in the blank (cloze activity) while listening, and produce own interview scripts with classmates.
Speaking: students should do interview activity with classmates. :




	Language Systems:
Lexis: get hitched, come off
Function: creating students’ own interview scripts 
Discourse: discussing the contents, sharing ideas with groups and come up with the best answers.
Grammar: using proper grammar structure to create interview scripts.
Phonology: by practicing interview activity, and listening the interview, students can get a sense of sound of word and can pronounce properly



	Assumptions:

· Students are able to understand and follow the passage (talk show)
· Students know the most words in the passage and are probably going to find idioms easily
· Students may be interested in Hollywood movie stars and watching talk show may grab their attention.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· The projector may malfunction.  Read the script yourself or ask for volunteers to be your partner (if possible). 
· The activities may be finished earlier than expected.  Let students to make example sentences using the given vocabulary.

· Students may have hard time understanding what idiom is.  Give them a plenty of details about what idiom is and give them examples of idioms and ask each groups to have discussion and come up with one new idiom.

	Materials:

	Greetings
Good morning! How are you? Did you have a good weekend?

Lead in by asking student if they enjoy watching TV and what kind of programs do they watch. See if they have watched American talk show.

Guiding Questions

Do you like watching TV?

What kind of programs do you like?

Have you ever seen American talk show?

Do you have any talk shows come to in your mind?

Have you ever heard about Chelsea Lately show?

Motivate

Today we are going to take a look at some vocabulary and idioms in the Chelsea Lately show.

Elicit

Do you know what idiom is?

What idioms do you know? Can you list them?

Transition: Okay, so let’s start the lesson by watching the short talk show and find out the contents and the meaning of the idioms. We will start off by playing a matching word activity.

	Warm-up- play a quick matching vocabulary-definition game, Matching the words
Instruction: When I say a synonym or definition you need to hold up the word that matches with word that I said. You will work in groups and share ideas. I will hold up right sign if you answered right or wrong sign if you answered wrong. 
Demonstration: If I say “alone”, the students would hold up the word “single” flash card. (teacher hold up the right sign)
ICQ: what if I say “alone” you hold up word “friendly”, what sign do I supposed to hold up?
        Should you match the word with synonym or antonym?

Run the Activity: let students get familiar with those vocabulary and idioms before taking the full lesson. Before starting activity give students 20-30seconds to look at those vocabulary. 
(Vocabulary activity)

Pre-teach by explaining briefly again based on students’ completion of matching word activity and question students to identify which words are idiom. 
Let’s have a group discussion about which words are idiom. 

(student group discussion 20-30seconds)

Yes, it’s right. “Come off” and “get hitched” are the two idioms we are going to study today. 

Elicit: what do you think “come off” and “get hitched” mean? Let’s have a small group discussion and find out!
(student answers, listen to what they say and reply back them with words like “I agree, it’s true etc.)

You’re right. 

Sometimes it is hard to assume the meaning of the words or idioms without any given context. Basically “come off” mean is to appear to have a certain attitude, intention or character. “Get hitched” mean is to marry someone.
CCQ: What sentences can you make with “come off” and “get hitched”?
 Let’s find out more about idiom and how the two idioms, “come off” and “get hitched” are used in the talk show!

	1. Watching youtube video clip (general understanding)
Instruction
We will be listening 2 speakers and you do not have to do anything yet until I say so. Just relax, and have fun watching and get general ideas of what they are talking about. 
ICQ: What are you supposed to do while you are listening? “Relax”
Play video- make sure the screen is on the projector, the volume of the sound is good enough to hear
Instruction

(distributes the worksheet) Now, I will distribute the cloze exercise worksheet and you are going to fill in the blank while you are listening. Remember, this is an individual work. 
Demonstration: hold up the worksheet high to the students and pretend to listen, and show them filling in the blank.

Now, you are going to focus on more listening, try not to look at the screen, only listen! and this time, take out your pen or pencil and fill in the blank while you are listening!
(play video again)

After listening, ask students whether the speaker’s talking was fast or not, and make sure everybody is finished. 
Do you want to listen again?

· Yes – have them listen one more time

· No – correct the answers (I would say what is for #1? The students would say the answers)

Understanding/Analyzing the Contents: work in groups and generally talk about what those 2 speakers in the talk show are talking about. Give students time to think and answer what happened in the talk show and after student discussion let students to present to the class using one or two sentences to summarize the talk show. 
Let’s have another group discussion and summarize the talk show using one or two sentences.

Also, talk about why the audiences laugh in the talk show at certain point. 
Have a little discussion within your group why the audiences laugh at certain point? Which point did audience laugh? What did interviewer and the guest say? Do you have any idea?
Idiom and vocabulary- After generally talking about the contents, move on to the idiom and let students to get familiar with the usage of “come off” and “get hitched” and other vocabulary by showing the scripts and comprehending the context. Let students to ask if they have any other questions on idioms and vocabulary.
Do you have any other questions?

(leave students time to think and raise their hand, about 10-20seconds)

Ask Comprehension Check Questions:
Literal:
What kind of TV program is this?

What are they talking about?

Is Amanda Seyfried wants to get married?

Interpretive:
Is Amanda serious about her boyfriend’s feminine kind of act?

Is this talk show formal or informal? 
Why does Amanda mention about Shakespeare in her interview?
Applied (save this for the post-activity)

	Writing an interview script

Build Motivation: Suppose you are an interviewer in fabulous talk show and now you are going to invite your friend and interview him/her (suppose they are also popular people and obviously you are eventually going to be!!!).
Instruction: Take out one sheet of paper and work in pairs. Choose who is going to be an interviewer and guest and write out your own interview script. Each pairs will present their interview. This activity should be fun and creative. 
Demonstration: For example, interviewer asks “Hi, Julia. How are you?” then the guest replies “fine thank you. And you?” and your talking should go on after that like “question and answer and question and answer….” form.
ICQ: Should each group write one question and one answer? “NO”
Run the Activity: Make students work in pairs and let them decide the role. After that each pairs should share their ideas and write out their scripts and practice their interview.

Error Correction: When they present their interview, go over any error on the grammar and some expressions, ask other students to help elicit correction. 

Close: Give applause to students on a job well done

SOS: Have student to write example sentences using the eight words that we went over in pre-teaching.
