	Materials: Computer with the internet  
Projector and speaker

Listening worksheet type (5pages 4 copies each group)
Music video clip “piano man” and some scenes captured from the video.

	Aims -  Students will be able to describe the scenes in their own words by using present tense or present progressive tense. 
·  Students will be able to acquire several idioms by pre-teaching and video clip..
·  Students will be able to have a logical thinking by making a right order with worksheets.
·  Students will be able to practice cooperative working and speaking by working in group. 
Personal Aims – I want to improve my ability of explaining while I teach some idioms. 


	Language Skills:

·  Reading : Students should read a few paragraphs while they watch and listen. 

·  Listening : Students should listen and understand lyrics from video clip 

·  Speaking : Students should share their description of the scene to the others. 

·  Writing : Students should  make their own sentences. 


	Language Systems:
·  Grammar: describing some scenes by using “present” or “present progressive tense”.
·  Lexis: Students can acquire new idioms. – shuffle in, be in the mood for, and something is killing me. 
·  Phonology : 
·  Function : discussing a right order and describing the scenes 
·  Discourse : discussing with their group members and making a right order in group 


	Assumptions:

·  Students are at an intermediate level, so they can listen, read and understand lyrics. 

·  Some of students already know some of new idioms.

·  Students already know the teacher’s teaching skill and type. 
·  Students know the song “Piano man”. 

·  Students know seat arrangement and time dividing.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Internet may not be able to work for a while. 

 → Save the music video clip in my flesh drive in advance. 
· Students may not make an order while listening.
→ Ask concept checking questions. 
· Students may not be able to finish their task by the video ends. 

→ If they work hard even after the video ends, give them more minutes. 

· Students may feel bored while listening. 
→ Before showing the video, make sure what they should do while listening. Encourage them to do the task in group. 

· Students may have difficulty describing the scene. 
→ Give some example and encourage them to be able to describe any small detail of the scene.

	Good morning. How are you? Is there anyone who wants to share something new or special to you?  (Give 15 seconds and listen what they answer or if there isn’t anyone, ask a few students  directly.) 

Okay, in the listening class today, we are watching short video clip. Have you ever seen “MilHoi”, which is Korean Drama? (some of students may say “yes”) And then I’m sure you heard this song from this video clip. Beside this drama, it’s very old but popular song.

	(Pre teaching  new idioms : – shuffle in, be in the mood for, and something is killing me )
Before we watch the video clip, we see some words first to understand it fully. I’d like you all to focus on my eyes,(look around), my hands(look around), and my foot(look around). Okay, I think now we are all ready for the new words. 

Instructions 1 : Shuffle In 
· Have you ever seen someone dance “shuffle dance”?
· Who wants to show how to do the dance for us?

· (if no one comes up) I can show you. (do the dance)

· Did you see me move very widely when I danced?... No, we don’t’ move our feet widely. So, if the word, shuffle means walk, does it walk very widely and actively? .. No, we can guess shuffle means walk very narrowly and powerlessly. So now “shuffle in” means walk in very powerlessly like this. (acting like walking very powerlessly)
CCQ 
·  Can you show how to shuffle in somewhere?
Instructions 2 : Be In the Mood For ~ 
· I’ll give you a situation. I am so depressed to break up with my boyfriend, so I am in the mood for sad melody. Can you guess what I want to do? (Elicit what they guess to figure out whether they understand the situation or not based on the new idiom.)

· Can you say “I’m in the mood for love” in the other ways? 
· How about “I’m in the mood for dance?” 
· Yes, as you can guess, “in the mood for something” means that you feel like doing something, you would like to do something so badly. 

CCQ 

·  Can you make what mood for you are in now? (Elicit what sentences come to their mind.)

Instructions 3 : Something is killing me. 
· I’m giving you two situations. According to three examples, you will guess what a new idiom is and what that means, and how different they are. 

· Number 1, we have lots of homework to do. And we can say homework is killing me.

· Number 2, I haven’t worn high heels for years. I’m wearing them for special occasion, so my feet are killing me. 

· What do you think our new idiom?

· Do they have same meaning in the sentence?

· How different are they? 

· (Elicit what they think and explaining themselves) 

· Yes,  in the number1, that means homework puts me in trouble emotionally. Homework does bother me a lot. 
· And in the number 2, that means your shoes give you a lot of pain physically. 

CCQ 

·  Can you make your sentence by using “be killing me”?

	Instruction 
As I mentioned at the beginning, you will watch 5 minutes music video clip, which is “Piano man” sung by Billy Joel. It was released in 1973 and until now very popular song in the world.  While you are watching, enjoy the song and movie, and to make you focus well on the song, I’ll give you some worksheets to do.
Before watching and doing worksheets, we will make a team. (make a group including three students - through seat arrangement) 

Demonstration

I will give you 6 pages each group. (Showing the worksheets) There are short paragraph on the page. Before the video clip start, you cannot see the paragragh you’ve got.  While you watch the video clip, you should make a right order with your worksheets according to the scene from video. 
CCQ
·  Are you going to work alone or in a group?

· How many of you are working together?

· Can you see the worksheets before the video clip starts?

· What do you do while you watch the video clip?
(Distribute the worksheets)

(Showing the video clip)
Monitor discreetly 

(looking around to check whether they are doing right)
After the video clip ends, ask them ; 

Did you enjoy it? 

Are you done with your work?
(If they need more time, give 30 seconds more.)

Which paragragh should go first, raise your answer paper. 

· If everyone is right, say “You all did good job” 

            If some of group isn’t right, ask them why they think that is first paragraph. 

Which paragraph should go second, raise your answer paper.

· If everyone is right, say “You all did good job” 

            If some of group isn’t right, ask them why they think that is second paragraph. 

(The same way to the last paper… )

Which paragraph should go the last one, raise your answer paper.

· If everyone is right, say “You all did good job” 

            If some of group isn’t right, ask them why they think that is the last paragraph. 

(confirming the right orders by showing the scenes from the music video) 

Feedback
· You all did great job. 
· You showed a great group work, as well. It’s so impressive. 
· Can you make a right order just by listening, not looking at the video clip?

· Did you catch our new idioms in the lyrics? (Write down some answers)

	· Let’s describe 
Instruction 

Today you watched the video, you listened to the song, and you make an order.
Now, It’s time to make a sentence by using your own words. 

I’m going to show some scenes captured from the video you just saw. As soon as you see the picture, you describe the scene using full sentence. Don’t worry anything is okay. This is an individual and also a group activity.

I’m going to count how many sentences you make and add the number of sentences your members answer in a group. 
Plus, If you make a sentence using present progressive, you will get double point.  

Demonstration

For example, (showing one scene) see this picture on the screen, and if you think you can describe this scene, then raise your hand and say that like “There are lots of people at the bar.” And you get a point. Or if you say “A man is making a drink for another man”, then you will get double points.  Finally, I will add your points as a team. So, the team with the most points will win.  
(Showing some pictures one by one , and letting students answering)

(Counting and writing the number they answer on the board)  

CCQ 
·  Can you say with short phrase?
·  What sentence gets you double points?
·  If you want to say your description, what do you do? 
·  What does teacher do?
·  Who can be winner?
Feedback
·  You all did great job! 
·  Can you see whose team is winner?

·  I will give the winner team a special prize.

 : choose one of two pictures. (showing the white page)

                   Use the picture students pick for the topic next lesson.  
Conclusion
· Elicit today’s idioms and a next lesson topic. 
Give homework
· You will think three situations where you can use new idioms. Make five situations each idiom. Totally, you will make 15 situations. It should include context. For example, I made a speech five times without any break. My throat is killing me. This is one situation using one idiom. This should be done tomorrow. 
 CCQ 
· How many sentences should you make for each idiom?
· In total, how many sentences?

· When do you bring your homework?
(Write down  “three sentences each idiom” on the board) 

Good job for today and I will see you tomorrow.

	Let them write as many descriptions as they can by using their own words. 

(Error correction – individually)
Share their description together. When they listen to other students’ description, ask them to tick off the same description as other students’.  
See who has many sentences left on their description list.
