	Aims:

Main Aim: To enable students to improve their grammar skills by having them do activities to learn about the comparative and superlative adjectives. 
Secondary Aim: Students will learn the concept of comparative and superlative adjectives in context by working on fill-in-the-blank worksheet, making advertisement, and dice activity.  

Personal Aim: I want to work on my speaking pace. I want to work on enthusiasm during grouping. I also want to work on time management and giving warnings for timing. 


	Language Skills:
Speaking: Students will talk to each other when discussing to do the worksheet, in groups when making the poster advertisement, and to each other as a whole group when doing the dice activity. 
Listening: Students will listen to each other when presenting their answers. 
Writing: Students will be writing their answers to the worksheet on paper and the board. 
Reading: Students will read the questions on worksheet. 


	Language Systems:
Phonology: None to discuss
Lexical: None to discuss
Grammatical: Comparative and superlative adjectives
Functional: Making a poster advertisement for a product
Discourse: None to discuss


	Assumptions:

- All Ss have some understanding of comparatives and superlatives.
- All Ss have done fill-in-the-blank worksheets before. 
- All Ss have some knowledge of advertisements.
- All Ss understand how dice rolling works. 


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:



	1) Due to time management, Ss must fully understand the concept of comparatives and superlatives in the pre-activity which might be too many questions for me to answer. 
	1) I will follow the 1/3 rule when Ss present and give the rest of the answers on a wall chart. I will tell the Ss that pronunciation is not that important. If they still have questions, I will answer the questions during break time or after class. 

	2) Ss might talk longer than I expected when asked to present their sentences and also their ‘superlative’ moments.
	2) I will follow the 1/2 rule for the main activity which we will only get half the Ss to present.

	3) I might need more time to complete my 30 minute micro-teaching since some class members could be absent or running late.
	3) I will do SOS activity (fill-in-the-blank worksheet) that I have prepared.

Pretty- prettier, prettiest

Happy- happier, happiest

Rule 4- Adjectives or adverbs with two or more syllables (not ending in Y)

Famous- more famous, most famous

Interesting- more interesting, most interesting

Rule 5- Irregular words

Good- better, best

Bad- worse, worst

Far- farther (further), farthest (furthest)

Little- less, least
