· Students will be able to better to express their thoughts by discussing their travel plans with their classmates

· Students will provide information about their travel plan to others

· Students will complete their individual travel activity plan

· Students will work in groups to share information

· Students will make their own individual plans 

Personal aim: 
· focus on improving my instructions by speaking slowly while I deliver them 

· I will encourage students to be self initiative
· I will act as a resource for the student



	Language Skills:
· Listening skills: students should practice bottom uo listening skills when they complete the comprehension quiz. Students will practice top down listening skills when they make their own individual travel activity plan

· Speaking: students should work in pairs of groups of four or less to discuss their desires to travel and their individual travel plans. They will also discuss the given vocabulary.
· Readings: students will read a short prose that focuses on travelling

· Writing: students should write their own individual travel activity plan.


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: the instructor should give knowledge to the students about the pronunciation of the words.
· Lexis: students should know the meanings of the vocabulary provided by the instructor.

· Grammar: students will be able to use proper English such as “going to/ not going to” to describe future trips
· Discourse: discussing and sharing the answers from the comprehension quiz and also presenting own individuals travel activity plan.

	· Lead in by giving Students a couple of questions related to the reading article, so students might get a bit of information about the reading article.

· When all students are in the classroom, naturally start a conversation with them and ask whether or not they like to travel elsewhere in the world
· Try asking how they find out about the best places to travel

· Outline some goals for todays class and the activities that will be done
Guiding Question:

Do you like travel?

How often do you go to travel in a year?

What place was the best when you traveled?
Instruction: 

Tell students my travel experience shortly.

Instruction tells student “Pair up and I want you to share your experiences each other about your travel experiences either bad one or good one. I will give you 5 minutes to share.” After 5 minutes, ask students “Can anybody want to share experiences? What experiences do you have?”

	Overview the vocabulary on the vocabulary list and ask students to elicit if anyone know the meaning of words.
First, make students guess what word would be. 

And then start warm up

Warm up: Elicit and Guessing words
Instruction: I will write some vocabularies. Expressions and definitions randomly on the board, and students can try guessing what vocabularies and expressions with their respective definition.

· Run the activity: Have the students engage in the activity alet the students discuss the words and expressions

· Give out the worksheets and pre-teach: by telling the students the vocabularies and their correct definition.

· Then get students to write down the definitions and finish the exercise worksheet which gives students a chance to get used to the new vocabulary they just learned.
Elicit: Have you ever heard of word travel bug?

It is idiom that meaning of strong desire to travel 
For example, when people want to travel so badly. They can say that they are travel bugs.
Elicit: Can you guess what to be bitten by the travel bug meaning is? 

This is kind of a cute way to say means when someone begins to want to travel. After the "bug" bites you, you will really want to travel. 
Elicit: Can you guess what to wander meaning is?
It means go from one place to another without any definite plans.
Elicit: Can you guess to be in the comfort meaning (ones) own home is? 

It means to be at home, in a familiar or comfortable place. 
Elicit: Can you guess what explore meaning is?

It means to look around and find out new things 
Elicit: Can you guess what exotic meaning is?
It means strange, mysterious, exciting, unknown. This word can be used when we go to a really special also unknown place we can call that place an exotic place. For example, this is an exotic island. This is an exotic country. And also, we can use this word with food. When we eat unknown food that we never had before also it is delicious we can call it this is exotic food.
Elicit: Can you guess what mystery meaning is?
It means something unknown, something that needs to be found out 
to flock- large amounts of people go to the same place at the same time 
Elicit: Can you guess what vast (adjective) meaning is?
It means very large 
Elicit: Can you guess what perspective meaning is?
It means view, way of seeing things 
Elicit: Can you guess what accomplishment meaning is?

It means feeling like you have done something important and good.
