	Aims -  Students will be able to acquire several new words by pre-teaching and word search activity as post-activities 
·  Students will be able to practice cooperative working and speaking by working in groups.

·  Students will be able to understand the short paragraphs by reading and discussing the article about the jobs. 

Personal Aims – I want to improve my ability to involve students in class. 


	Language Skills:

·  Reading : Students should read several short stories with pictures.

·  Listening : Students should listen to a teacher’s explanation and guess what they do for a living. 

·  Speaking : Students should discuss and share their opinion about the given questions with their partner or the other students. 

 Writing : Students should write about the given questions about extraordinary jobs.

·  Lexis: Students can acquire new words in the stories about jobs. 

·  Phonology : showing how to pronoun /v/ and /f/ by using ‘venom’ and ‘fang’.

	Assumptions:

· Students know seat arrangement and time dividing.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Internet may not be able to work for a while. 

 → Save the music video clip in my USB drive in advance. 

· Students may not know what to do while they are doing the task. 

→ Monitoring discreetly, if I feel something wrong with a group, I’ll remind them of task by demonstrating with gestures.  

· Students may not be willing to discuss with their partner. 

→ I will listen what they are talking, as if I am another partner, I ask them what they think about the question. 

     Encourage them to talk to each other. 
· Students may have difficulty writing their own opinion. 

→ Tell them any opinion is possible, and help them write even one word or two.

	Students say what they are thinking about photos.
	Hi, everyone. How are you today? It’s hot outside, isn’t it? 
- (showing the photo : gross) Can you see what kind of feeling are these photos expressing? (elicit ‘gross’, or ‘disgusting’)
(If students can’t guess, help them guess it right by making sound ‘Eww’. )
- (showing the second photo : fang) Can you see what do these photos have in common? (elicit ‘fang’, or ‘teeth’) 
- What can you get from the fang? (elicit ‘poison’ or ‘venom’) 

Keep these words in mind, and think about what is related to our topic today.

	Students look at worksheet [1] and say what comes into their mind.
Students discuss with their partner and write the name of job on the worksheet. 

	I will distribute some pictures. Before I say what to do, don’t start anything and just look at the picture, please. 

( Distributing worksheet [1] ) 

What kind of words come into your mind with these pictures? Can you say what the topic is by combining the words and these pictures? (elicit some ideas from students) 

· If students say “job”, I will say “Yes, right. What makes you think that?”
· If students don’t say any guess, I will say “It starts ‘j’ and it has three alphabets including ‘j’.
(Elicit ‘job’ from the students)

Now we know a little of our topic, so it’s time to guess what the people in the picture do for a living. I will give you two minutes to talk about it with your partner. Based on your guessing, you write the name of jobs and short explanation of what they do. 

I will make you a team. You two are partner. 

I will give you two numbers of pictures. And we will gather our guessing. 

(Give two pictures’ number each group)

Okay, I think one minute is enough for this activity. 

Don’t worry. Just guess, don’t have to be the exact name. 

Demonstration : 

(Holding a worksheet, and pointing the pictures) 

For example, I have number 3, 4 of pictures, you can guess the name of job about 3, 4 pictures. Like the “making-the-best-date-course”, and adding simple explanation.

To help you check for yourself, I prepared some True/False questions on page 3. After understanding the material, check T or F based on what you understand trying not to look back on your reading.   
Demonstration : 

(Holding a worksheet) Reading a material with your partner, and turning next page. Check what you know about the jobs.

· Are you reading alone or with your partner?

· Can you help each other or not?

· Do you need to be silent while you are reading?

· After reading, what do you do?

· On what page are there T/F questions?
· When you check T/F questions, can you look back on your reading again?

(Monitor discreetly and walking around to see if they are doing it right.)

Okay then, can we check what we understand is right. 

(Read out the T/F questions and let them answer )

· If they say a wrong answer, let them look at the previous page, and check the right answer. 

I am so impressive of your working so hard with your partner. Great Job! 
Now, there are more questions you can consider more with your partner.  On page 4, pick three questions including the question number 5. Please feel free to talk about it together, and write your short opinions with your partner.  I will give you 2 minutes.

· Are you writing your answer or just thinking?

· Are you doing the task alone or with your partner?

· What number do we all discuss? 

· How much time do you have?
(Monitor discreetly and walking around to see if they are doing it right.)

Are you done with your answer? 

· Who answered number 1? (Elicit some opinions from students.) 

· Who answered number 2? (Elicit some opinions from students.)
