BUMPING FISTS is healthier

The traditional handshake can pass on high doses of bugs, but bumping fists and
even a high five are much cleaner

Healthy choice: Fist bumping is the cleanest greeting say scientists

Could this be the end of the traditional handshake? Scientists have discovered that bumping fists is
a far healthier greeting.

Academics at Aberystwth University in west Wales carried out a series of tests on hand hygiene.
Using rubber gloves and a thick layer of the potentially deadly bacteria E.coli, scientists exchanged
handshakes, high fives and fist bumps before working out which greeting gesture was the cleanest.

According to the study, high doses of bugs were passed on during a handshake.

However, that was reduced by more than half during a high five and 90% when

bumping fists.

Dr Dave Whitworth, senior lecturer at Aberystwyth University, said the hygienic nature of the fist
bump was in part due to its speed as well as there being a smaller contact area.

"People rarely think about the health implications of shaking hands. But if the general public could
be encouraged to fist bump, there is a genuine potential to reduce the spread of infectious dis-
eases."

Dr Whitworth said the study, published in the August edition of the American Journal of Infection
Control, was inspired by increased measures at promoting cleanliness in the workplace through the
use of hand-sanitisers and keyboard disinfectants.

Previous studies have shown that having a strong handshake is a sign you'll live longer.

And a limp-wristed handshake is said to be a turn off for bosses, with 18% saying they wouldn’t
employ someone who didn’t have a good, firm handshake.

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Orange is the New Black sparks prison jumpsuit change in US

They say life imitates art. But there are times when it cuts a little too close to the bone.
The US drama series Orange Is The New Black, set in a women's prison, has put the iconic "orange jumpsuit" prison uniform into the cultural zeitgeist in an almost unprecedented way.But has it made them too cool for school?

One US regional sheriff thinks so, prompting a decision to replace them with a black and white striped jumpsuit similar to styles of prison uniform from the early 20th century.Sheriff William Federspiel, from Saginaw County in the US state of Michigan, told US media the classic orange jumpsuit was now seen as a fashion item, thanks to TV programs like Orange is the New Black.

Similarly, orange T-shirts stamped "County Jail" are also frequently sold in tourist precints. And full orange prison jumpsuits can be bought from retail and online stores.

Federspiel says he doesn't want anyone confused about who belongs behind bars and who is merely making a fashion statement.

Federspiel said people thought it was "cool to look like an inmate of the Saginaw County Jail. Wearing all orange jumpsuits out at the mall or in public."

He noted a legitimate concern because county prisoners are sometimes assigned work that takes them outside the prison and into the community.

"It's a concern because we do have our inmates out sometimes doing work in the public, and I don't want anyone to confuse them or have them walk away," he said.

"We decided that the black-and-white stripes would be the best way to go because it signifies 'jail inmate', and I don't see people out there wanting to wear black-and-white stripes."
Federspiel said that despite shifting cultural values, it was important draw a clear line between both sides of the prison's bars."When the lines get blurred between the culture outside the jail and the culture within the jail, I have to do something to redefine those boundaries, because they've been blurred far too often in public culture," he said.
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
