Time Plucker : 
“Now I would like you to get into two groups of 6.”
Rules
Ss come out one from each group and choose a card that is folded in half, so that Ss can’t see, (Cards have time written  on it already) then ask Ss to show the cards to opposite side of a team.

Now let the Ss out at the front to explain to the rest of Ss in their group, only by making Gestures.

So that rest of Ss in a group can guess what is on the card.

* After each volunteer presents ask he or she what prepostion could take place.

Instructions and Demonstration.

"Now class, 2 person from each group, you'll come out and select a card. Cards that have specific time wirtten on. 

You start off by showing the card to opposite team. Rests of Ss have to explain the time by making gestures, and you also should guess the preposition that fits the time written on the card. You all have 2 min to perform."
