	Materials:

	Aims:

Main Aims:
· Students will be able to figure out the form of comparative by teacher’s explanations and examples.

· Students will be able to practice creating correct comparative forms of adjectives by completing the worksheets and creating role-plays.
· Students will be able to develop their interpersonal skills by sharing and discussing in a group.
Secondary Aims: 

· Students will be able to know about the comparative adjectives that are frequently used at different places. 
Personal Aim:  I want to improve my instructions by giving students clear demonstrations/explanations and encourage a student-centered lesson by eliciting students throughout the lesson. 



	Language Skills:
Reading:  Students should practice bottom up reading skills when they find the words to use for comparative sentences by reading the worksheets. Students will practice top down grammar skills by discussing and answering the questions on the worksheet. Students will practice integrated reading skills by interacting/discussing with the group/class.

Speaking:  Students should work in pairs to discuss the answers on the worksheets and present their role-plays. 

Reading:  Students should read worksheets and grammar rules in the projector.

Writing:  Students should write by doing the worksheets and creating scripts for their role-plays.
Listening: Students should practice interactive listening skills by interacting/discussing with the group/class.



	Language Systems:
· Phonology: Recognizing the pronunciation of the words that were used by Ss and T. Going over vocabularies with the students.

· Lexis: adjectives that end with –er and starts with more or less (cheaper, less expensive, more expensive, bigger, smaller, taller, shorter, etc.)
· Grammar: the simple present, simple past and comparative forms were used on the worksheets.  Also used by groups when they present their role-plays.
· Function: Asking the questions on grammar rules on comparative adjectives. Sharing and expressing the ideas. Creating the scripts for role-plays.
· Discourse: Discussing/sharing ideas about the grammar rules with partners/groups and creating the scripts to present together with partners.


	Assumptions:

· Most students would have used and have heard of the comparative adjective forms before.

· The students have experienced comparing two objects or people in their lives.
· The students know how to distinguish the difference between two objects/people.
· The students are comfortable with group discussion/pair work.
· Students are familiar with the teaching style of the teacher



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· The activities may run over time. Tell the students that they will create their role-play for homework and share them during the next lesson.
· Some students may have difficulty in understanding grammar form. Give enough examples to help their understanding.
· The projector or laptop may not work. Show the hardcopies of the pictures that have to be shown in the projector and write the grammar rules on the board.

	Greeting

Hello class, how are you guys doing today? 
Have you guys ever compared yourself to others? Or have your parents ever compare you to your sibling or any of your friends? Could any of you guys share some stories with us?
Have Ss to share their experiences.
I personally don’t like to compare myself to others. I dislike the feelings of inferiority. I’m not necessarily better than others but I try to become a better person than yesterday. There would always be someone who’s prettier, smarter, and wiser than you. So I always try to tell myself, “I’m a beautiful girl…(sing)”
Introduction of Task
Introduce the topic of the lesson by showing a few pictures of two objects on the projector (ppt). 
Eliciting
Can any of you tell me what this picture is? What words could be used to describe this picture (heavy/light, big/small, tall/short, or comparison)?

	Instructions/ Elicit
Some of you guys must be familiar with comparative adjectives already. When do we use this form? (It’s the form that we use to compare two people or things.)
Can you guys think of any adjectives that describe any of the students in our classroom (tall, slim, smart, outgoing, or pretty)
Write down the words that students have mentioned on the board.
Let’s make comparative forms of the following adjectives.
Have you guys noticed the repetitive form? (Ss: …er and more?) That’s right! Can any of you tell me when to use ‘er’ and ‘more’?
(Ss: For only one syllable adjective, we have to use ER to the adjective. For two syllables or more, we have to use MORE to make the comparison.)
Please note: It is important to remember that to make the comparison you have to use the word THAN
CCQs: When do we use ‘more’ and ‘er’?

When we make the comparison, what word do we need to use after ‘more’ or ‘er’?
Show the presentation,

There are some adjectives that change entirely in their comparative form. And some adjectives have only one syllable, end with a consonant and have a single vowel before the consonant. With this adjectives double the last letter before adding – ER
Explain the slides as necessary.
(What is the comparative adjective for ‘far’? Both ‘farther’ and ‘further’ could be used in the sentence. Do you guys know the main difference between ‘further’ and ‘farther’? Elicit Ss. (Both words could be used to describe the distance’, There is no difference in meaning. Further is a much more common word, though, and is additionally used in various abstract and metaphorical contexts, for example referring to time, in which farther is unusual, e.g.:

She said it without further delay.

Do you have anything further to say?

We intend to stay a further two weeks.)

Now, you guys are familiar with the use of the comparative adjectives, let’s do some exercise.
Demonstrations
(Hold up the worksheets) There are 12 sentences on the worksheet. Please fill in the blanks with right comparative adjectives. Please work in a pair and share answers together.
For example, if you see the sentence that says 
I am ______________(smart) than you, you put the comparative adjective “smarter” in the blank.
ICQs: Do you guys have to fill in all 12 blanks?
How many people are there in a team? (A pair)
Let’s go through answers together. Could you guys read one sentence each?

This dress looks very gorgeous. I think this one looks much better than the previous one that I saw. But oh no, this is much more expensive than the other one. Since I only have $1,000, I would have to buy the less expensive one.
