	Aims:

Main Aims:
· Students will be able to practice grammar (past perfect tense) in a more natural way by playing activity and communicating with classmates

· Students will be able to recognize the difference between the past simple tense and the past perfect tense

· Students will be able to develop speaking skills by sharing ideas and analyzing the sentences to understand the how the past perfect tense works. 
Secondary Aims:

· Students will be able to understand the past perfect tense by communicating with groups and practicing worksheets
· Students will be able to exercise past perfect tense by making sentences individually and collectively 
Personal Aim:
I want to present my lecture with stronger voice and make clear CCQ and ICQ.



	Language Skills:
Reading: Students should read the worksheets and main activity and classmates’ writings 
Listening: Students should listen to the teacher’s instructions and classmates’ ideas and come up with best answers by communicating with classmates.

Writing: Students should write sentences using past simple and past perfect tense. 

Speaking: Students should make presentation to the class and share their ideas with classmates. 




	Language Systems:
Lexis: N/A
Function: asking questions to classmate and instructor

Discourse: discussing the proper grammar structure with classmates and share their ideas when doing the activity

Grammar: recognizing between the past simple and past perfect tense and practice to learn how to use these grammar to convey correct meaning to other people
Phonology: practice their pronunciation by reading out their writings



	Assumptions:

· Most students may be interested in Disney and they have watched at least one Disney movie. 
· Students have no difficulty of understanding the past perfect tense 
· Students may be interested in playing games with their classmates. Activities and visual aids would grab students’ attention. 



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· The projector and computer may malfunction. Skip showing the image of the princess. The plenty of images are already attached on the worksheets. 
· Some students may be confused with the difference between the past simple tense and past perfect tense. Draw the timeline and explain it to students and make some examples to help students easier to understand the grammar. 
· The activities may be finished earlier than expected. Ask students questions to elicit the grammar structure that we are going to learn today. Not directly tell them but let them naturally answer the question with past perfect tense. The questions would be like this. “When Snow White princess fell into deep sleep, she had already _(eaten apple)_.

	Greeting
Good afternoon! Did you all have a great lunch? 
Lead in by asking students if they know some princess in Disney and see if they interested and ask them which princesses they know.  Let them speak out the name of the princess.

Show students Power point (image of the princesses) and grab students’ attention by showing some pictures. 

Guiding Questions

Have you ever watched Disney movie?
Do you know how many princesses there are in Disney world?
Which princesses do you like the most?

Do you know which princess is the oldest and youngest in Disney world? Let’s assume that the year of the movie released date is the age of the princess. Do you remember the year that movie is released?
Motivate

We’ve shortly talked about princesses. We are going to talk about who is the oldest and the youngest princess and what they had done before the other princesses were born. It would be fun!
Elicit

Can you tell me which princess is the most memorable? Why?

(Students would answer and reply back them with words)

What would you do if you became a princess?
(Students would answer and reply back them with words again)

Transition

Okay, class! Now, we are going to do a fun and easy ranking activity before getting into more complex activity! Are you ready?

	Warm-up
Ranking age of Disney princess activity

Instruction: (hand out the worksheets) You are going to rank the princess according to their age. The order should be from the youngest to the oldest. You actually do not need to know the exact year of the movie. You would know and find out from the hints. Let’s work in pairs and put those princesses in order. The hints are just on the bottom of the worksheet.
Now! Get into your groups and figure out! It is just a fun activity! 

Demonstration: There are 11 princesses with their names and images on the worksheet and five hints on the below. Please write down the princesses’ name below under the line from the youngest to the oldest order. The hints would tell you what princess goes before or after one another and you would eventually find the pattern.
ICQ: Do you work in pairs? “Yes!”
        How do you figure out the princesses’ age? “From the hints.”
Run the Activity: Let students to work in pairs and give them time to think and do the worksheet. Let them have fun!
After students finished their worksheet, let students to speak out their answers together. (If they have difficult time to do the worksheet in pairs, make bigger groups for them to discuss about the worksheet).

Pre-teach by explaining the grammar structure that students saw on the worksheet (hint). Ask them how did you know Aurora was born before Ariel?
Ask students what tense is this and let students to discuss with their groups. After listen to students answer, explain the Past Perfect tense with an example. While explaining, (hand out the timeline sheets) for students to understand better.  
Elicit: (refer to the hint list) How did you know that Ariel was born later than Aurora? From this sentence “Aurora had had her 70 years birthday party when Ariel was born”. Let’s have a group discussion and think about why this structure indicates the certain meaning
(Students answer, listen to them and reply back them with words like I agree, etc.)
CCQ: For example, “when I ate strawberry, my younger sister had already had strawberry.” What happened first? I ate strawberry first or my younger sister had strawberry first? 
Now, let’s move on to next stage! Let’s have more fun!

	So, okay! We are now going to play a game. Do you want to know more about the princesses? Let’s find out then!
Instruction: (open the power point and distributes the answer cards for each group) Now, we are going to work in groups for this game. One person in each groups come up with answers and raise answer cards for their teams. The other person keeps the score for their team. You get 5 to 7 seconds for each question. 
Demonstration: Now, let’s do the first question together and practice for the real game! If you think the answer is “a” then you raise high “a” answer cards and show it to me (teacher) and please let one other person in your group to keep your team score.
Practice question – What class are you taking right now? 

(Students would follow what I said and raise their answer cards, “a” for the answer for the practice question) 

ICQ: Do you need to speak out answers? “No!!”
        What would you raise high when the answer is “b”? ““b”answer card”
I will read out the questions only and give them time to discuss and answer silently by raising their answer cards.
(play a game)

While playing a game, try to correct the error immediately if students made errors. 
Give winner group(s) applause

Did you have fun? That’s good! 

I will give you one more worksheet and you can work in pairs. But not in groups. (distributes worksheet)

Instruction: You have 14 questions on the worksheet. You are going to work in pairs and discuss with your partner to write down a suitable past simple or past perfect tense(words are given, inside the bracket). 
Demonstration: Let’s do the number one together. 

1) My father _watered__ (water) the flowers after he ___had cleaned__ (clean) the car. After he __had watered__ (water) the flowers, he _had_ (have) dinner.
Elicit the answers first and do it together. And after, give students time to work with their partners for the rest of the questions. 

Which one happens first you write the past perfect tense. 

Now! Are you all finished? Good! “Can (name of student) answer number 2?” 

(Rest of the questions goes with the flow. Let every students to answer the questions)
Make correction immediately if students made errors and make other students to correct the errors (if possible).  

Great job! Impressive!

	Using past simple and past perfect tense to create the story
Build motivation: Using past simple and past perfect tense to write your own story. It doesn’t have to be a paragraph, but try to write at least five sentences. It is going to be an interesting activity. 

Instruction: The content of the story is not limited. You can write anything, but just to make sure all sentences should be written with past simple and past perfect tense. 
Demonstration: For example, you can write the story about the event that happened yesterday. “When I arrived at café, my friend had already gone.” You can form sentences like this. 
ICQ: Do you need to write story with –ing form (present continuous)? “No”
        What tense should you use to write story? “Past simple and past perfect tense”
Run the Activity: Give students time to think and write the story. It is an individual work. After students finished their writing, let each student to present their writings to the class. 

Error Correction: Give feedbacks and make correction after each student finished their presentation. (Use different kinds of error correction techniques to elicit errors from students)
Close: Give applause to students on a job well done. Thank you guys. My lecture is finished here and thanks for your supporting. 

SOS: After the post-activity, students can exchange their writings with their classmates and make correction if their classmates had mistakes on their writings.

Setting: Yesterday
ex) ate breakfast               (and then) went to work
ate breakfast happened first and then went to work happened just right after breakfast.

When you combine two events together and put in one sentence:

· You can use past perfect tense for event that happened first 
· You can use past simple tense for the following event.

Therefore,

I went to work after I had eaten (or had) breakfast.
