Personal Aims:

· The students will think about what could be the most memorable moments in their lives such as wedding ceremony.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
If the students do the process too earlier than expected, I will use SOS.

If there is someone who can’t understand the procedure or concept, I will explain again. 

If the students do the process too late, I will let them continue their works and shorten feedback.

“MR& MRS Quiz”; This is a great ice breaker, and gets everyone involved. It works great for wedding parties. Before ‘Hen night party’, people will ask the groom questions, dictate his answer and again ask the bride the same questions. You, pretend to get just married now. I want you guys to pretend to entertain your guests through a wedding reception. I will divide class into 4 teams. There are 4 couples in the worksheets. At first, choose which couple you would like to be. So, three of you guys in a team. Two of you guys pretend to be a couple. And the other person pretends to be their best friend. And the friend will ask the questions to the couple. And answer 15 questions in “MR& MRS Quiz” worksheet. It is a great game to find out who knows better about their partner. I will give you 7 minutes to fill out the blanks.
