	Language Skills
Reading: Students will read the worksheets and will discuss about their bucket list and life graph.
Listening: Listening teacher’s explanation and classmates’ answer.
Speaking: Students will discuss with each other

	Language Systems
Phonology: Naturally get students to practice their pronunciation.
Lexis: Students using words to explain their worksheet and to give feedbacks.
Grammar: Rather than focusing on grammar this time, let students relax better so they can improve their fluency.
Function: Expressing their ideas and opinions, and showing sympathy and disagreement

	Assumptions

· Students are basically able to say what they want to say
· Students can show their ideas and feelings with various expressions.
· Students enjoy sharing their thoughts.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may have difficulties speaking their opinions
             Monitor, assist when necessary, and encourage them to come up with idea or words

· Students may not know some vocabulary in passage 

             Let students guess meaning in context 
· Some students may not be active in the discussion

Encourage students by asking for their opinions
