	Topic:  Don't Worry Be Happy!

	Materials:

· White board

· Markers

· Projector and Laptop for the music video (Wi-Fi zone)
· Photos of happiness (on the projector)
· Bar graph of “Who and what has the biggest impact on your wellbeing?” (on the projector)
· 12 Copies of “The Pizza of My Happiness” worksheets
· 4 Sets of Color pencils for students


	Aims:

Main Aims:
· Students will be able to smile by watching the music video.
· Students will be able to remember happy memories in their lives and share their experiences with the class.
· Students will be able to realize that happiness is near them, not in the future.
· Students will be able to develop their interpersonal skills by sharing and discussing in groups.
Secondary Aims: 

· Students will be able to realize what makes them happy and laugh. 
Personal Aim:  I want to improve my people skills to make students happy/laugh to build strong rapports with students. 



	Language Skills:
Reading:  Students should practice bottom up reading skills by reading the famous quotation about happiness on the projector. Students should practice top down reading skills by creating their own quotation about happiness. Students will practice integrated reading skills by interacting and discussing with the group/class.

Speaking:  Students should work in pairs/group to share their experiences and ideas on the topic.
Writing:  Students should write by creating “The Pizza of My Happiness” and their own quotes about happiness.
Listening: Students should listen to the music video, “Don’t Worry Be Happy” and understand the topic of the lesson. Students should practice interactive listening skills by interacting/discussing with the group/class.



	Language Systems:
· Phonology: Recognizing the pronunciation of the words that were played in the music video and were used by Ss and T. Going over vocabularies with the students.

· Lexis: happiness, worry, happy, smile, positive, laugh, and words that are related to happiness
· Grammar: the simple present, simple past and present perfect were used by groups when they present their quotes and share their experiences.
· Function: Sharing and expressing the ideas. Working on the worksheet “The Pizza of My Happiness.” Creating their own quotes about happiness to share with groups.
· Discourse: Discussing/sharing ideas about happiness with partners/groups and creating the quotes to present to class.


	Assumptions:

· Most students have happy experiences and memories.
· Most students are positive and open-minded to share their happy experiences with other students.
· The students would have their own philosophies about happiness.
· The students are comfortable with group discussion/pair work.
· Students are familiar with the teacher’s teaching style.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· The activities may run over time. Tell the students that they will create their quotes about happiness as homework and share them during the next lesson.
· Some students may not feel comfortable to share their happy moments. Allow their privacy and get other students to share.
· The projector or laptop may not work. Show the hardcopies of the pictures that have to be shown in the projector.
· The Wi-Fi may not be stable. Have students to listen to the music by playing the cell phone.

· SOS: Extend the activity of creating the quotes about happiness by explaining their own definition of happiness.

	Greeting

Hello class, how are you guys today?

Can you guys all smile? See, you guys look so much better when you smile. Who’s got the best smile in class?
When you walk into the elevator in the morning, do you usually say hi to a stranger? If someone greets you with a big smile, how would you feel? (good) Absolutely, that could even make your day! Most people capture happy moments when they take photos. It could be real or unreal, but it still makes you happy by looking at the happy smiley photos.
Before we start the class, let’s watch one music video. Just relax and enjoy!
Play the music video 
“Don’t Worry Be Happy” – by Bobby McFerrin
Do you guys know this song? It was quite fun to watch, wasn’t it? What is this song about?

Whole Class
	Introduction of Task
Introduce the topic of the lesson by showing the photos of the happiness on the projector (ppt). 
Eliciting
How do you guys feel by looking at these photos? Just by looking at these photos, it makes you smile too, right? What makes you guys smile? (When we look at babies, puppies, or beautiful pictures…etc)?

What makes you guys happy? Money, partner, or family?
Show the bar graph of “Who and what has the biggest impact on your wellbeing?

Could any of you guys tell me what this graph means?

(Have students to share their ideas with the class.)

A lot of people say that money can’t buy happiness, but it certainly has an impact upon people’s wellbeing.

According to the survey, money, marriage, and kids have most impact on happiness. Most of you guys are single, and you probably haven’t earned much money yet, and don’t have any kids. Does that mean that you are not happy? This survey must have been done by people around 30-60’s who have their own family.
Instructions
Let’s pair up and discuss about what are the most important factors that contribute to your happiness. I’ll give you guys three minutes to think and share with your partners.
Demonstrations
(Hold up the worksheets) This is called “The Pizza of My Happiness.” 
Show the example of The Pizza of my Happiness on the projector.

There are different factors that contribute to my happiness. Some primary factors are marriage, money, children, work, and friends. Although there are more important factors than others, I need a little bit of everything in balance to keep myself happy.
Take this as an example, and create your own Pizza of Happiness. Feel free to use color pencils to decorate your pizza.

ICQs: How many minutes do you guys have?

How many people in a team?

Do you need to have same looking pizza as your partners or mine?

Do you guys need more time to complete the pizza? (Allow more time as necessary for Ss to finish up their work.)
Have students to present their Pizza of Happiness to the class.

Eliciting

Could you guys guess what these are? Yes, these some famous quotes about happiness that were told by others. Do you guys agree on these quotes? 

Instructions
Now, please pair up with your same partners and create your own quote about happiness. You create quotes as many as you could, but please share one best one with the class. After creating the quote, please share with your partners and group. I’ll give you guys 5 minutes to work with your partners. Whoever gets the loudest applause will be the winner of this activity.
ICQs: How many quotes do you need to make?
Do you guys all know your partner?

Let’s see what everyone has come up with. (Have Ss to present their quotes about happiness and meanings behind.)
