	Language Skills:
- Listening : Students will listen to teacher’s elicitation, teacher’s example of expression, teacher’s story for the beginning of the class, other’s opinion when they talk about asking and answering questions.

-Reading : Students will read worksheet. 
-Speaking :  Students will speak each other asking and answering questions. 

-Writing : Students will write on their worksheet by doing the activity.



	Language Systems:
- Function : asking and answering questions. 

-Phonology :  Pronunciation and intonation when they ask and answer or when they speak some expression at market 
-Lexis : expensive, cheap, reasonable, discount, one(ones)
-Discourse : They will negotiate by selling and buying things at market. 

-Grammar :  Demonstratives ; one, ones.



	Assumptions:
- Students already know how to make sentences to ask and to answer questions. 
- Students will enjoy sell things and compete each other to sell more things and to make more money.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
- Students may forget to mention one or ones if they concentrate on just making money. 
-> teacher can join them as another customer to ask questions properly. 
-Students may speak just simple questions and finish their negotiation early. 

->teacher would join them to ask further questions or additional questions about the products.
