	Aims:

Main Aims:
· Students will be able to think of many options by trying to make the best answer for the main activity.
· Students will be able to imagine fictional situation by following the steps of task.
· Students will be able to develop their discussing skills by sharing their ideas of the task. 

· Students will be able to practice speaking by presenting in front of the class.

Secondary Aims: 

· Students will be able to learn new vocabulary by using them during the task
Personal Aim:
· I want to improve my activity managing skill by controlling the level of tension of the class.
· I want to be more nice and clear when I give instruction or information to student by speaking slowly and clear.



	Language Skills:

Reading:  Students should read the given passage of the task and also the vocabularies written on the paper to participate on.
Speaking:  Students should work in pairs or groups to discuss their idea of the answer and present their work on front of the class.
Writing:  Students should write the order of the works they will do and the reason on the worksheet. (task preparation)
Listening: Students should listen to the music video(pre-task) and also listened to teacher’s instruction.



	Language Systems:

· Phonology: Learning how to pronounce the new vocabularies. Silent syllable for example ‘s’ of the word ‘island’
· Lexis: pregnant woman, orphan child, dying, cancer, beggar… the vocabularies on the slide and worksheet for task preparation
· Grammar: future tense. Pretending some situation, students can use the phrase ‘’I will…’ or ‘I would like to…’
· Function: Sharing and presenting. Discussing. Pretending. Guessing.
· Discourse: Discussing ideas about the best team to get rescued from desert island and the best order to follow to survive at the island.


	Assumptions:

· Most students are able to share their opinions.
· Most students are able to imagine some given situations.
· Most students are able to think in logical way to find out the best solution for the complicated situation.
· Most students are able to present their idea in front of the class.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· The activities may run over time. T tell Ss how many time they have got more, and go to each group/pair and give more guiding questions so that they can be on the right track quickly.
· There may be too many difficult vocabularies for Ss. T allow Ss to use dictionary.
· There may be students who didn’t get the rule yet. Rather than giving one more instruction to whole class, T come to the student who didn’t get the rule, and give more instruction personally.

Guiding Questions

What do you think this is?

Do you know this program?

Can you guys guess what these three pictures have common as a topic?
We’ll watch a music video of a nice song which is a strong hint for today’s topic.

Play the music video (1st verse)
Do you know the singer’s name and title of the song?
Elicit
When you are in danger you want to be this one. To become this, you look for ways to make food and clothes and house to live in. (‘survivor)
Transition:  We have very interesting activity to do before we jump into main task! First, I want class to pair up in 6 groups.
· Make sure to turn off the projector

	Warm-up- making an order of the things I would do.
Instructions: If you were on a deserted island, what would you do first, secondly etc.? We have worksheet here and things we would like to do are written on the paper. Put the things in order of importance and explain why you think so:
Demonstration:  I will show how. For example, to compare ‘finding drinking water’ and ‘finding food’ if you think water is more important than food, then give water order 1, and food order 2. If you have anything which is more important than water, then it goes 1 and water goes order no.2 and food goes order no.3. So like this, you can make a list of important things to do. In the end, please write down the reason why you thought like that.

ICQs:  Should we write the order only? (no)
           What else do we have to write? (reason)
CCQs:  Are there any difficult word on the cards?
Run the Activity: Give worksheet to every 6 team and give 4 minutes to make a list.
Ok, guys. Are you guys ready for sharing? Do you need more time? (If Ss say yes, than give 1 more minute.)

I want you to share your list and the reason. I know everything on the chart is important so it is hard to make an importance list. 
(Ss sharing)

Thank you for sharing!

Transition: These are things we have to do to survive. Then, if there are some more people who are drifting on island, is it important to have good members? Does the formation of the member really matter?
SOS : If we are out of time, just let two groups present their idea
