Aims:
1. Ss will learn words & expressions in the article by playing game.
2. Ss will learn histories between Coca-cola and Pepsi through an Internet article.
3. Ss will learn to skim through working on Comprehensive Questions in worksheet #1.
4. Ss will be able to express his/her own opinion by writing and presenting in post activity.
Instructors Aim:
Lead Ss well to make them feel more interest about reading.
 

Language Skills:
- Listening: Listening to other Ss’ presentation.
- Reading: Reading the internet articles and worksheets.
- Seating: Giving the presentation when doing worksheet #3.
- Writing: Writing answers for worksheet #1~3.
Language Systems:
- Lexis: drugstore, pose a threat, great depression, ingenious, reformulate.
- Phonology: /Dr/, /th/, /gr/, /g/, /re/
- Function: The proper use of words and expressing through presentation.
 

Assumptions about Students:
- Ss are unfamiliar with Ts teaching style.
- Ss are familiar with the topic in general.
- Ss have experience in presentations.
- Ss are usually good in group discussions.
 

Possible Problems and Solutions:
1. If Ss have difficulty reading, T can help them guess from the text.
2. If Ss have hard time finishing the activities, 1~2 extra mins can be given.
3. If Ss are having difficulty with their writing ideas, T can give them a few ideas.
4. If Ss are shy and nervous when doing their presentations, T will encourage them.

	[Greeting]
Good morning. How is everyone today? What did you have for breakfast this morning?
Thank you for sharing! Everything sounds delicious! Now, we can start our day! Are you ready to start?
[Lead-in]

Let’s start by talking about our favorite soft drinks. Good!(T shows realia: can of Pepsi and Coca-cola) 
Who likes drinking coke? Which one do you like better? Why? (T gives each Ss 2 paper cups and pours a bit of each soda)
Why don’t you taste it and see which one do you like. Well, which one tastes better?
(T shows pic#1) Can you guess today’s topic? Right. We’re going to talk about Coca-cola and Pepsi.
(Write ‘Coca-cola vs. Pepsi’ on the board)


 
Pre-activity: Pre-teaching key vocabulary
Materials: pic#2~3, flash card#1~3, a ball, some chocolates, board, 

a big paper, a scotch tape

	[Teaching key vocabulary]

Before reading the article, we are going to learn today’s five key vocabulary.
First, we are going to listen and repeat. Then I will teach you the meaning of these words.
Ready?
First word is, fallow after me ‘drugstore’.
(T points to the board and shows Ss pic#2)
Can you guess whats drugstore is? Good. It’s a store where you can get medicine and household goods. (T puts pic#2 on the board)

Second word is, follow me ‘pose a threat’.

(T points the board and shows Ss flash card#1)

When you pose a threat, it means something is causing a problem or danger. (T puts flash card#1 on the board)

Third vocab is ‘great depression’.(T points the board and shows Ss pic#3)
This is a family from the great depression. How do they like? Poor? Dirty? No Job? Yes, the great depression was during 1930’s when there was economic depression and many people were unemployed. (T puts pic#3 on the board)

Fourth vocab is ‘reformulate’.(T points to the board)

If something is reformulated, it has been improved or redeveloped.(T puts pic#3 on the board)

[Activity #1 : Vocabulary game]

Instructions
Well done, everyone. Now, I want to play a short vocabulary game with you. We will play the game to make sure you know all the vocabularies. It’s called ‘bart game’. Bart is formed from the words ball and dart. We are going to use a ball as a dart. On the board there are five different explanations of our key vocabularies. First (name) will throw this ball. Second, you have 5seconds to guess the right key vocabulary where the ball had landed. We are going to turn clockwise. When you guess wrong you’re out and the game continues. At the end, winner owns chocolates! You will have 5seconds to look over the vocabularies on the board.
Demonstration
For example, I would throw the ball and hit pic#1. Then my answer would be ‘drugstore’. Ok?
CCQ
1. How much time do you have for skimming words? (5seconds)
2. Are you playing in groups or individually?
(individually)
3. Which way we are going to turn?

(right or clockwise)
4. What happens when you guess wrong?

(out of the game)

Ok, you should skim the words now. 5 4 3 2 1. (T hide the words)

“BEGIN!!”
Monitor
(T monitoring Ss distantly)
Feedback
Great job guys! I hope you had fun with the game and now you know five key vocabularies. Now I think we can go on to the article. Awesome!

	[Skimming for the main idea – CONTROLLED]
Instructions
For next 3minutes you are going to read an article individually on Coca-cola vs. Pepsi and do worksheet#1. It has 5questions. I would like you to skim the article quickly and answer the questions.
Demonstration
(T shows Ss worksheet#1)
Let’s do the first question together. In what cities were Coca-cola and Pepsi invented?
(T shows Ss the article)

You can find the answer in the first line of the article. Yes, the answer would be ‘Atlanta’ and ‘North Carolina’.

CCQ
1. How much time do you have? (3minutes)
2. Are you playing in groups or individually?

(individually)
3. What are you supposed to do with the worksheet? (answer the questions)
Hand out the article & worksheet#1
“BEGIN!!”
Monitor
(T monitoring Ss distantly & gives time warnings)
Answer check
Alright! Put down your pen. 

(name), would you please read #1 and tell us the answer?
Is it correct? Does anyone have different answer? Good!

Next, #2. (name)?.....

(Do the whole questions)

Feedback
Everyone did a great job!
[Scanning for the details – LESS CONTROLLED]

Instructions
Now we are going to read the article one more time. But this time it will be on groups. You will do a ‘timeline activity’. In the worksheet#2 there are several dates, you have 4minutes to discuss within your group to find out what happened at the exact date. 
Demonstration
(T shows Ss the worksheet#2)
For example, the year 1886 was when Coca-cola was created in Atlanta. You should focus on finding and sharing information.  
CCQ
1. How much time do you have? (4minutes)
2. Are you playing in groups or individually?

(groups)
Hand out the worksheet#2
“BEGIN!!”
Monitor
(T monitoring Ss distantly & gives time warnings. While Ss work, T post flash card#4~8 on the board.)
Answer check
Ok. Let’s check the answers.

Group1, would you please come up and write down the answer of 1893 and 1922~1933?

Group2, would you please come up and write down the answer of 1975 and 1985?

(T reads answer on the board after Ss wrote down) 

Is it correct? Does both groups have the same answer? 

Feedback
Great! Nice job guys!!

	[Post Activity]

Instructions

For our last activity, you will write a short paragraph, practice and do a short presentation. There are many inventions these days people could not live without, just like how people need Coca-cola. So you should pick one invention you could not live without and why. Write about 3~4sentences and try to use personal example. I will give you 3minutes, do individually, and the presentation should be about 1~2minutes.
Demonstration
(T shows Ss the worksheet#3)

For example, for me, I can’t live without watch. Because I think time is very important so I always try to do things in time. I can never live without it.

CCQ
1. How much time do you have? (5minutes)
2. Are you playing in groups or individually?

(individually)
3. How many sentences do you have to wrote down? (3~4sentences)
Hand out the worksheet#3
“BEGIN!!”
Monitor
(T monitoring Ss distantly & gives time warnings. While Ss work, T writing homework on the board.)
Presentation
Ok. Let’s begin the presentation.
(While Ss presentation, T listens to the presentation and take notes on Ss errors.)

Feedback
Great job guys!! Well done! However there were some grammar and pronunciation mistakes.
(T corrects the sentence by repeating)

Overall, amazing guys!!

[Homework]

Instructions

For homework, I want you to write an essay on why you like, or don’t like to drink coke. It has to be 100words. Due tomorrow.
Demonstration
For example of the intro could be something like… ‘I love drinking coke. Because it tastes great!’
CCQ
1. How many words do you have to write? (100words)
2. When is the due-date? (tomorrow)
3. What do you have to write about? 

(why we like or dislike coke)
[Closing]

Everyone knows what homework is. Right?
Great!! Everyone did amazing today! 

Let’s see tomorrow!
