· Students will practice English oral skills by giving students’ opinions freely.
Secondary Aims:

· Students will exercise the new and appropriate vocabulary related to ‘school bullying’.
Personal Aims:

· Students can make students pay attention not only to the social issue but also to articles written in English.

	Language Skills:

· Listening:video clip, role-play, teacher’s eliciting about new vocabulary
· Speaking:role-play and discussion
· Reading:Power-point material
· Writing:Summery of discussion in each group and assignment

	Language Systems:

· Phonology:the different pronunciation of consonant between ‘b’ and ‘v’
· Lexis:learn about terminology of social issue:bullying, bullycide,bystander, victim, attacker, deliberate
· Grammar:the third conditional form
· Function:discussing the reasons and how to stop school bullyings
· Discourse:talking about school bullyings

	Assumptions:

· Students might be confused with conditional form, especially modals.

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students who are bullied or bullying may feel uncomfortable with the issue. 

( Students might realize that school bullying is a crime beyond English class.
