Greeting
Hello, everyone! How was your weekend?
Eliciting and Prediction
(Showing students a picture to elicit the topic)

T: First, I want you to take a look at this picture and tell me what do you see. Who wants to tell something first.
(Call 3-5 students to describe the picture)
T: Today we’ll talk about “Weekend Activities”

	Procedure:
1. Ice breaker

(Instructions)

T: Before we start our main activity for today, we will

play an Ice breaker called “Word Genius”
(Group the class into pairs and explain the instruction)

2. Actual Game
T: I have here some flash cards that have Weekend Activities written on it. Each pair will have one flash card. Lets say Group I is A and Group II is B. A will have the flash card on forehead without looking on it. B will have to say words that can describe or has a connection with the word/s written in the flash card. A should guess the correct words on it. Gestures are not allowed. Just use words.
(CCQ)

Let me clear it again, are you working on in pairs? (Yes)

Do you need a gesture? (No)
T: All right, did you have fun? (Yes)
   Was it difficult? (Yes/No)

	Main Activity

	Materials: MP3CD and player, 20 copies of worksheets, Board and Markers

	Procedure:

Set up the CD player
1.Using the worksheet with listening to the MP3CD
(Instructions)

T: Next, I want you to answer a listening activity.

You will hear  Mary, Sue and John talking, making plans 

for this evening. Choose the correct answer to questions.

You will hear the listening twice.

(CCQ)

So again, how many times will you hear the file? (Twice) 
How many characters will you hear? (Three)

What are they talking about? (Plans for this evening)
Are you ready? (Yes)
(Distribute the worksheet)

Play the audio file and observe.
M: Let’s go out this evening!

S: Okay. Where should we go?

M: What about the cinema?

S: No. I Went to cinema last night, I went on Sunday 

night, I went on Saturday night. I’ve been to cinema three nights. No. Let’s go somewhere else. Anywhere. A theater, a restaurant, anywhere but not cinema.
J: Well, why don’t we go to a disco?

M: No, I don’t like discos.

S: Well, There’s a concert on.

J: Yes, let’s go to a concert!
M: That’s good idea!
S: Okay! Well, how should we get there? Mary, can we go in your car?
M: I’m sorry, my brother has taken my ca to Scothland with him.
J: Why don’t we walk then?
S: It’s too far.
M: What about the underground?
S: It’s not on the underground, I think. We’ll have to take 

a bus or get a taxi. I suppose the taxi is a bit expensive. 

Let’s go on the bus. We’ve got plenty of time.
M: That’s a good idea.

J: Shall we meet at half past six at the bus stop?
S: No, too early. The concert doesn’t start until seven thirty 

and it only takes 10 minutes to get there. How about a

quarter to seven? Then we could have a drink when we 

get there.

M; Sounds good! Where’s the bus stop?

J: It’s in Worcherster road, next to the hotel, isn’t it?
S: No, that’s the 53. If we get the 53, it’ll take us about half 

an hour to get there. Better if we get the 75. And that stops

opposite the park next to the pub.

M: Okay. A friend of my sister is staying with me. Can she 

come too?

S: Friend of your sister’s? Yeah, Sure! 

M: Okay.

J: Fine, yeah!

S: So, that was a quarter to seven at the bus stop.

J; Yup! That’s right.

S: Okay.

M: Bye!

J: Bye!

S:  Bye!

(CCQ)

How was it? Was it difficult? (Yes/No)

Were you able to answer all the questions on the

worksheet? (Yes/ No)

T: Now, Please pass the papers in front. I’ll check your work 

after tell your scores tomorrow.

(Gather all the papers and proceed to the next activity)

T: Let’s proceed to our last activity for today.

 9. Which do you prefer, soccer or basketball?
10. How much time do you spend on the gym?
3. Checking 

Ask a few students to write their answer on the board.

Correct if necessary.

4. Lesson Conclusion

(Teacher and students interaction)

(Let the students share a word one by one)

Aims: 


Students will be able to improve vocabulary, especially words that are often use on the weekends.


Students will be able to interview a partner to find out what he or she does on the weekend.


Students will to be able to answer questions about what they do on the weekend.





Language Skills:


Listening: Listening to from an audio file, other student’s ideas and teacher’s command.


Speaking:  Describing activities with an Ice breaker.


Writing:  Spelling by dictation.





Language Systems:


Function: Using words in a certain situation.


Discourse: Conversation with one another.


Lexis: Learning new words that are often use on the weekends.


Phonology: Word pronunciations.





Assumptions:


Exciting activities catches more attention.


The class will make noise during the Ice breaker game.


The students already know how the class is set up and run.


Students are at an intermediate level.


Students are able to express their ideas and opinions in English.








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


If the students are not able to understand the instruction well, make an example or demonstrate what’s needed to be done.


Correct pronunciations and spellings if necessary.


Cut the time for the Ice breaker if the time is short.


Advise the other teachers for the possible noise. 
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
