Materials:

-Reading script (5 copies for each worksheet)


-Worksheets (5 copies for each worksheet)


-Visual Aids (poster)





Aims: 


SWBAT explain the lives of two famous fashion designers. 


SWBAT identify the signature looks of the designers.


SWBAT discuss and explain about their favorite styles.





Language Skills:


Reading: Reading the script and instruction.


Writing: Listing the fashion items. 


Listening: Listening to teacher’s instruction/demonstration/classmates’ idea.


Speaking: Participating in an activity, sharing ideas in a group. 





Language Systems:


Function: Predicting, giving and receiving opinions.


Discourse: Expressing opinion.


Lexis: key vocabulary in the script.


Phonology: Monitoring Ss’ pronunciations.





Assumptions:


Students know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the class already.


Ss are at a low-intermediate level and have already known vocabulary in the script.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


-If some Ss have difficulties to comprehend the instructions or activities in the tasks.


→ extract explanations from other team mates.


-If time is short.


→ Cut reviewing today’s topic and reduce the number of Ss sharing their opinions.
