	Aims:
1. Get Ss recognize words describing tastes and textures of objects.
2. Get Ss to apply practiced words in sentences by introducing key phrases.
3. Get Ss to practice creating sentences using vocabularies (previously as well) learned in class through 
    communication.  

4. Get Ss ready to pick up details from the fast- paced real life talk by listening to a prepared dialogue.

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Ss who is in the front may have too little vocabularies to understand Qs from other Ss while playing games. Solution: T helps the S, and make sure all Ss are on the same spot whilst playing the riddle game.

	Place jelly beans where Ss can see and taste them. 

Place the prepared sign that says " try two colors! but no more than 2!" in front of the jelly beans.

Make sure Ss taste more than more flavor. 

	Notes: Try to create an environment where Ss can try prepared  jelly beans as they walk into the class room to save some time and also to create language b/w Ss.
