Movie clip(of sound of music where they sing ‘My favorite things’), beam projectors, screen, laptop or iPad
18 comprehensive question sheets
A card with letter of ‘F.A.V.O.R.I.T.E T.H.I.N.G.S
speakers, song file of ‘My favorite things’1st verse only, cut off lyrics by line – mix up (in envelope)

	Aims:

· To be able to listen to a song and watch a movie clip to process bottom up and top down model which help students to listen for general idea and detailed at a same time.
· To study to use language in real life situation by watching a movie clip which allows students to learn faster than just listening and increase their retention rate by using visual aids.  
· To practice reading and writing to improve receptive and productive skills by understanding a lyric and through worksheet to reproduce and generate language into words and sentences. 

· Students will practice variety of terms of countable and uncountable nouns and distinguish how and when to use a certain vocabularies to explain something. 

	Language Skills:

Listening: listening a song, watching a movie clip, group response, teacher’s question and elicitation 
Speaking: Group discussion, answering questions to guide questions, CCQ, ICQ
Reading: Reading lyrics, Matching lyrics questions and answers out loud, read vocabularies, comprehension questions, 
Writing: write down all the answers for CCQ, guide questions, comprehensive questions, make vocabulary books using sentences


	Language Systems:

Phonology: Practicing new vocabulary, Reading lyrics out loud, 
Lexis:
a few, many, much, favorite things, a little, several, general, uncertain, unsure, a couple, common, ordinary
Discourse: Communicating and singing about favorite things in real life situation 
Functions: Expressing likes and dislikes, Explaining, Inquiring, Agreeing, Disagreeing, 
Grammar: Use a term of countable and uncountable nouns in sentences.

	Assumptions:
· Students are able to talk about their favorite sports, food, colour and animals.
· Students are able to express their feelings using adjective.

· Students are able to distinguish a basic term of counting noun : a/ an one/ some.

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may not understand the literal meaning of song fully.
→ Read slowly together after listening the song and group talk to understand, also watch the movie clip where they sing visually which help them to understand the situation.
· Students may not be able to pick up details from the movie clip.
→ Chunk the listening and watching (pause- play – pause – play)
→ Try to mix and arrange different level of students for grouping to teach each other and cooperate together

Listen the instructions carefully and watch demonstration

1. Ask students to open an envelope take all the pieces of lyrics out 

2. Tell them the lyrics are all mixed up and they need to listen to the song and match and arrange the lyrics into a right order.

3. Tell students I will play the song twice.

4. Raise up hands (as a group) if they are finished

5. Take questions.
Answer instruction checking questions
1.  What do you have to do when the song starts?

2. How many times will I play the song?

3. What should you do when you are finished?

Do activities – silence / listening

When the activity is finished 
· The group leaders  swap seats to check other groups answer by reading it out loud together ( read out loud as a whole class)
· The group finishes fastest and most accurate gets Rewards. – Chocolates. 

Students ask question before the next activity
	Hand out cut off lyrics to students
Give chunk instructions & demonstrate at the same time.
Ask instruction checking questions:

Play the song twice first, if needed 3 times maximum.
Monitor discreetly and check if any group is struggling with activity.
Check which group has finish the first (accuracy and speed)

Reward 
Ask students if they have any questions and pause

	Notes: Make sure every students can hear the sound of the song

	Students listens carefully about the instructions

1. Students will watch a movie clip from sound of music talking about children’s favorite things.

2. Complete comprehensive questions on worksheet as they follow the movie clip

3. After movie clip is finished 3 minutes for group discussion about the questions

Answer instruction questions
1. What should are you looking for when you watch a movie? 

2. What do you have to do along watching a movie? 

3. How many minutes are given to discuss with a group?
Watch a movie clip (2mins) for three times.
Group talk for 3 minutes each at the end of movie clips 
Do Comprehensive questions: 

1. Literal: What are some favorite things of children?

2. Interpretive: why do you think they started to sing ‘My favorite things’?

3. Applied: what would you do when sad things happen? Or what would you do to when you get scared? 
Mark the questions together as read out loud. 

Allow students to ask question before the next activity starts. 20-25 seconds
	Hand out comprehensive question work sheets 
Give an instruction
Ask Instruction checking questions
Play the movie clip three times.

Monitor discreetly while they do questions 
Ask comprehensive questions and elicit 

Ask students if they have any questions and pause

	Notes: If students struggle with questions, chunk the movie clip (pause-play-pause-play)
