	Aims:

  - To learn vocabulary and expressions that is related to the health care. 
  - To share Students' experience and practice listening by completing discussion activity. 
  - To be able to express any idea to keep healthy and use the expression in the hospital by practicing speaking with group members.   

	Language Skills:

 - Some students may feel uncomfortable with the speed of listening.

Student's experiences with their health. 
	Aims:

Think about student's experience of health problem from schema.

Pay attention to the Teacher. 

* Students think about their experiences with health care or any experiences with disease. 
 Students give the answers which hospital they should go when they have problem.

Discuss the Guiding Question. 

1. Have you ever been sick or had any health problem? 

2. How painful was it and what did you do to get better?

3. What do you usually do when you are sick?
* By discussing the guiding questions, Students can be ready to talk about their experiences. 
	* Greet Students.
* Write the topic on the board : "Health care". 

Elicit

* Ask the Students which disease is common in life. 

Write down the name of the disease on the board. 

* Give the Ss Guiding questions. 

 

	Notes:

If the students do not have any health problem, let them try to think about their families or friends experiences. 
Make sure all the students have the topic to discuss. 


	Pre-activity 

	Title:

Learn Vocabulary about the topic. 
	Aims:

Students will practice the Vocabulary and idioms which is related to the symptoms and practice to make sentence. 
	Materials: 

* Flash card of Vocabulary and Idioms
 ( 10 vocabulary & idiom cards for each 5 groups, total  50cards) 

* definition paper for teacher.

	Look through the Flash cards and think about vocabulary which is used based on the topic. 
Activity to practice vocabulary & idioms 
Students spread out the flash card. 

Teacher tells the synonym or definition among the Flash card. The groups that understands the meaning of the Vocabulary chooses the correct answer and raise up the card. 
Last two groups makes sentences using the vocabulary which is written on the flash card. 

If the group still do not understand the meaning, elicit more to understand and also elicit to make sentence. 


	* Hand out the Flash card to the each group. 

Activity to practice Vocabulary & idioms
Do the Vocabulary definition game. 

* " Now will have fun activity with the vocabulary and idioms that I have here. These words are in the dialogue so, keep concentrate to answer the questions." 

"The last two groups who raises the last have to make sentence using that vocabulary or idiom."  

And then ask to make a sentence to the Group. 
The game keeps going until we go through all the Vocabulary and Idiom.

Prepare more than two meanings of each vocabulary unless I will be in trouble. Plan B.

	Instructions

Ask ICQ
(Play the track No.1 of health care ) 

(Write down CCQ during listing the audio)

If Students want to listen again-> Have them listen more. 

If No -> Go through CCQ.  
Ask CCQ 
"Here is some questions, discuss with the groups about the questions on the board." 
Check the answers  

" Okay, Now please open the page which you can see some blanks on the dialogue. This time I will play again to fill the blanks. Listen carefully and fill out the blanks. 

(Play the track No.1 of health care ) 
Monitor the students whether they are filling the blanks. 
Go through Dialogue 2. 
(Play the track No.2 of health care ) 
 write down the CCQ on the board when Audio is on.
